P R O P O S E D  C O N ST IT U T IO N A L  
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 9, 1963.
SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 

NO. 26 proposing an amendment to 
Article XVI, Section 62 of the Con­
stitution of Texas, by adding thereto 
a new subsection authorizing all pol­
itical subdivisions of Jefferson Coun­
ty, Texas, to provide retirement, dis­
ability and death benefits for all ap­
pointive officers and employees of all 
political subdivisions within Jeffer­
son County; providing for the neces­
sary election, form of ballot, pro­
clamation and publication.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 62 o f Art­

icle XVI o f the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended by add­
ing thereto a new subsection (c), 
reading as follows:

“ (c) Each political subdivision 
within Jefferson County, Texas, 
shall have the right to provide for 
and administer a Retirement, Dis­
ability and Death Compensation Fund 
for  all appointed officers and em­
ployees of all political subdivisions 
within Jefferson County, Texas; or 
said political subdivision may elect 
to join the County Retirement Sys­
tem of Jefferson County; provided 
that same is authorized by a ma­
jority vote o f the qualified voters of 
such political subdivision and after 
such election has been advertised by 
being published in. at least one (1) 
newspaper o f  general circulation in 
said county once each week for four 
(4) consecutive weeks; provided that 
the amount contributed by the said 
political subdivision to such Fund 
shall at least equal the amount paid 
for. the same purposes from  the in­
come o f each such person and shall 
not exceed at any time seven and 
one-half per centum (7J/>%) o f the 
compensation paid to each such per­
son by the political subdivision.

“ All funds provided for  the com­
pensation o f each such person, or by 
the political subdivision of Jefferson 
County, Texas, for such Retirement, 
Disability and Death Compensation 
Fund, as are received by the politic­

al subdivision within said county, 
shall be invested in bonds of the 
United States, the State of Texas, or 
counties or cities of this state, or in 
bonds issued by any agency of the 
United States Government, the pay­
ment of the principal o f and interest 
on which is guaranteed by the United 
States, provided that a sufficient 
amount of said funds Bhall be kept 
on hand to be determined by the 
agency which may be provided by 
law to administer said Fund; and 
providing that the recipients of. bene­
fits for said Fund shall not be elig­
ible for any other pension retirement 
fund or direct aid from the State of 
Texas, unless the Fund, the creation 
o f which is provided for herein, con­
tributed by the political subdivision 
is released to the State o f Texas as 
a condition to receiving such other 
pension aid.”

Section 2. The foregoing Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of this state at the General- \ 
Election ill November, 1964, at which j  
election each ballot shall have print­
ed thereon the following words:

“ FOR the addition of subsection
(c) to Section 62 of Article XVI of 
the Constitution, to authorize all 
political subdivisions within Jeffer­
son County, Texas, to establish, after 
approval of its voters, a Retirement, ft 
Disability and Death Compensation 
Fund covering all appointive officers 
and employees o f said political sub­
divisions.”

“ AGAINST the addition o f subsec­
tion (c) to Section 62 of Article 
XVI of the Constitution, to authorize 
all political subdivisions within Jeff­
erson County, Texas, to establish, 
after approval of its voters, a Re­
tirement, Disability and Death Com­
pensation Fund covering all ap­
pointive officers and employees of 
said political subdivisions.”

Section 3. The Governor shall issue 
the necessary proclamation for said 
election to be held on the first Sat­
urday after the first Monday in the 
month of November, 1963, and have 
notice o f said proposed amendment 
and of said election published as re­
quired by the Constitution o f Texas 
and laws of this state.

AUSTIN — The director of 
the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety warned motorists to­
day “not to take the new, high­
er speed limits too literally” 
when they go into effect Au­
gust 23.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr. re­
minded that “ there are a mul­
titude of circumstances and 
situations under which even 
the old limits were too fast 
for safety.”

“With more than two-thirds 
of the Texas highway system 
under a 70-milc-per-hour day­
time maximum speed for pas­
senger cars and 65 miles per 
hour at night, we wish to ap­
peal to all Texans to exercise 
keen judgment and drive rea­
sonably and prudently regard­
less of what the signs say. The 
law prohibits driving a ve­
hicle too fast for existing con­
ditions.

“The Department of Public 
Safety believes that the objec­
tive of speed legislation is to 
contribute to the efficient 
movement of traffic on the 
highways. We feel the new 
law will help to accomplish 
this, and our objective of en­
forcement is to secure substan­
tial compliance with the speed 
law by all users of the rural 
highways. The prima facie 
speed limits fixed by the Legis­
lature or established by zoning 
authority will be construed to 
be the maximum permissible 
speeds under normal condi­
tions, and speeds in excess of 
such limits will be considered 
illegal.

“Our enforcement personnel 
will stop and initiate appropri­
ate enforcement action against 
all persons observed by them 
to be committing clear-cut and 
substantial violations of the 
speed law.”

Garrison urged motorists to 
be particularly cautious in as­
suming the higher night speed 
limit of 65 miles per hour. He 
said research by the U. S. Bu­
reau of Public Roads shows 

that increasing night speeds

from 55 MPH to 70 MPH dou­
bles the accident involvement 
rate, and that the severity of 
accidents increases rapidly at 
speeds over 70 MPH.

“We repeat that serious prob­
lems may develop with the 
new s p e e d  laws unless the 
driving public accepts and ap­
plies them with a high degree 
of responsibility to themselves 
and their families and others,’’ 
he said.

“And we would like to em­
phasize at this time that traf­
fic deaths are running far 
.head of last year already, with 

an increase of about 100 deaths. 
Unless we can hold the line 
against this trend, we will wind 
up with an all-time high traf­
fic death toll in 1963.

Crime Continues 
To Grow Faster 
Than Population

AUSTIN — An average of 
more than 26 major crimes 
were committed every hour in 
Texas during the first six 
months of 1963 as crime con­
tinued to outstrip the popula­
tion growth throughout the 
state and nation.

Col. Homer Garrison Jr., di­
rector of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, reported that 
crime in the state increased 6.2 
per cent in the period January 
through June, compared to the 
same period of 1962.

The DPS six months report 
showed that murder and homi­
cide were up 13.3 per cent, rape 
increased 27.5 per cent, rob­
bery increased 14.8 per cent, 
burglary 6.0 per cent, theft 7.0 
per cent, and auto theft was 
up 4.4 per cent. Aggravated 
assault, the only major crime 
to decrease, was down 2.9 per 
cent.

Overall crime in rural areas 
showed an increase of 13.1 per 
cent, while the increase in ur­
ban areas was 5.2 per cent. By 
population groups, the greatest 
increase was 25.7 per cent in 
cities between 2,500 and 5,000, 
while the largest decrease was 
13.3 per cent in counties with 
under five rural population per 
square mile.

“The 1963 figures prepared 
by our Statistical Services Sec­
tion,” said Garrison, “means 
that on the average there was 
one major crime committed 
every 2M> minutes, one murder 
every 7’A hours, one rape every 
six hours and 12 minutes, one 
robbery every 2 hours and 
42 minutes, one burglary every 
eight minutes, one aggravated 
assault every 40 minutes, one 
theft every three minutes and 
48 seconds, and one auto theft 
every 32 minutes.”

Vets Questions 
Vnd Answers

Q — Am I automatically 
eligible for nonservice-c o n - 
nected disability pension be­
cause I have become 65 years 
old?

A — The VA nonservice- 
connected disability pension is 
not based on age but on the 
fact that the veteran has be­
come totally and permanently 
disabled. However, your age 
may be a contributing factor. 
Since each case is decided in­
dividually, you should consult 
your nearest VA office.

Q — My claim for death 
pension for our children was 
denied in 1959 because their 
father had no service-connect­
ed disability. Should I reap­
ply?

A — Yes, reapply immed­
iately. On July 1, 1960, the 
requirement was eliminated 
that a World War II or Kor­
ean veteran must have a ser­
vice connected disability at 
the time of death.

Q — I am in need of money. 
May I obtain a personal loan 
from the VA?

A — No. The various bene­
fits granted t o veterans b y 
Congress do not include pro­
visions for personal loans.

Q — My claim for disability 
pension was denied five years 
ago because my disability was 
not severe enough. How can 
I have my clain reconsidered?

Medical Examiner System Urged 
For State In Magazine Article

. Texas’ outmoded laws for 
[ investigating the c a u s e  of 
death may be aiding the ris­
ing crime rate by putting the 
seal of approval on murder 
performed with finesse.

An appeal for the establish­
ment of the medical examiner 
system for the entire state is 
urged by a Fort Worth patho­
logist, Dr. John J. Andujar, 
writing in the July issue of the 
Texas State Journal of Medi­
cine.

Dr. Andujar decries the 75- 
year old system in which one 
of the functions of the justice 
of the peace is to investigate 
deaths without medical atten­
dance.

In an earlier Journal arti­
cle, the author pointed out that 
since no one can question that 
the heart stops beating in 
death, it is reasonably safe to 
indict every corpse as the vic­
tim of a heart attack.

The who-dun-it fan, e v e n  
comic book addicts, are fami-

I liar with the modern techni­
ques of ballistics, toxicology, 
spectroscopy, and microscopic 
pathology in solving crimes. 
Without these aids, Dr. Andu­
jar stated, the justice of the 
peace often is stymied in his 
efforts to arrive at accurate 
death verdicts.

As a young physician, Dr. 
Andujar once accompanied a 
medical examiner to investi­
gate a badly mangled corpse 
on a railroad track. All evi­
dence seemed to indicate acci­
dental death, but an autopsy 
revealed a small bullet hole 
in the badly mangled skull.

A decade ago, the T e x a s  
Legislature passed a permis­
sive bill, authored by Sen. 
Bob Baker of Houston (then 
a member of the House), to 
allow counties with a popula­
tion of 500,000 or more to or­
ganize adequate medical ex­
aminer systems. Subsequent 
bills decreased the required 
population bracket until now,

counties of 120,000 or more, 
on a vote of the Commission­
ers’ Court, may institute a 
modern investigative system 
for deaths unattended by a 
physician.

Four Texas counties have a 
medical examiner s y s t e m .  
They are Harris, Bexar, Dal­
las, and W i c h i t a  Falls. 
Through the efforts of the Tar­
rant County Medical Society, 
the Tarrant C o u n t y  Crime 
Commission, federal and coun­
ty bar associations, the Leg­
islature approved last May an 
amended bill authorizing that 
“ the Commissioners C o u r t  
of any county having a popu­
lation of more than 500,000 and 
not having a reputable m e d i ­
cal school shall establish and 
maintain the office of Medical 
Examiner and in all counties 
having a population not less 
than 120,000, the Commission­
ers Court of such counties may 
establish and provide for the 
maintenance of the office of 
Medical Examiner. . . ”  The 
act is effective on Jan. 1, 1965.

Progressive justices of the 
peace themselves, the author 
wrote, have been in the van­

guard of the fight for a medi­
cal examiner system in Texas.

“ All thoughtful citizens of 
the state, however, recognize 
the need for replacement of 
the coroner system,”  Dr. An­
dujar stated, citing the cur­
rent system as unfair to the 
JPs and inconsistent w i t h  
their judicial functions.

The Texas Society of Patho­
logists had led the fight for a 
state-wide modern medical 
examiner system to i n s u r e 
uniformity. Without a state­
wide system, Texas, in effect, 
invites would-be murderers to 
operate across county lines, 
where the probability of dis­
covery is little or none, the 
author has explained.

The cost of a state-wi d e 
medical examiner system, 
would be a minute proportion 
of the millions spent annually 
in Texas for repression of 
crime.

Under the new law, seven 
of Texas’ 254 counties a r e  
authorized to set up medical 
examiner systems through a 
vote of their respective Com­
missioners’ Courts. The seven 
are El Paso, Hidalgo, Jeffer-

s o n , Lubbock, McLennan, 
Nueces, and Travis counties. 
Total population of t h e se 
counties, according to the 1960 
federal census, is 1-Vz million, 
or approximately 10 per cent

of the entire state population.

A t 
lower left, is the famous XIT brand of Texas, represent­
ing a cattle empire which once contained three million 
acres. The HC brand at lower center was the first re­
corded in Texas, and belonged to R. H. Chisholm, of

Ranch’s famous Running W.

780 Cattle Brands 
On Record in County

By LARRY GOLDSTON
Now days very few peo­

ple have use for the branding 
iron—we use more automo­
biles than horses. There are 
only 780 brands registered in 
the county clerks office.

In 1943 the legislature pass­
ed a law stating that all per­
sons using livestock brands 
had two years to re-register 
previously used brands. If 
in the two year period this 
was not done, the brand could 
be used by anyone who did 
register it.

March 7, 1874, was the first 
listing in the county record of 
any mark recorded, the mark 
was a “v”  wedge on the ear, 
and the men were S. H. Ed­
wards and W. R. Todd.

The first actual brand re­
corded was in March 26, 1874, 
by J. H. Hyman, his brand 
was on the left hip and it was 
composed of his initials, JHH.

A new type branding iron 
was introduced a few years 
ago—the iron was dipped in

acid and then placed on the 
hip, leg, or shoulder of an 
animal.

This type was supposed to 
help reduce the pain of the 
older type of brand, but an es­
timated 85 per cent of the 
brands used today are of the 
burn type.

The acid brand is not always 
as successful as the burn 
brand because the hair will 
grow back over the mark in 
some instances, it is regret­
ted.

A brand is part of a man’s 
estate. The cost of registering a 
brand is 75 cents.

On May 12, 1874, J. L. Duf­
fer was a mighty busy man. He 
regisered his brand (-4) and 
was married the same day.

The first county sheriff, I. 
P. Schmiek, also registered his 
brand, which was “ IKE,” on 
the same day as Mr. Duffer.

AUSTIN—With daytime tem­
peratures consistently reach­
ing into the high nineties over 
most of Texas and with the 
prospect of even hotter tem­
peratures during the weeks 
immediately ahead, there is 
every reason to anticipate a 
growing number of deaths 
from heat prostration or sun- 
,stroke.

The number of such deaths 
in Texas usually totals some 15 
or 20 in any given year. Sev­
eral heat connected deaths 
have already been registered 
this summer from various 
areas of the State.

Heat exhaustion is caused 
by an inadequacy of the heat 
dissipating mechanism of the 
body. It occurs as a result of 
exposure to a hot, humid at­
mosphere such as is common 
over most of Texas d u r i n g  
summer months. Sunstroke is 
a form of heat stroke, com­
plicated by an absorption of 
radiant energy from the sun 
which causes a temperature 
rise in local body areas, such 
as the brain.

How do you avoid h e a t  
stroke? By doing what you 
can to keep heat loss and heat 
production in balance.

The wearing of loose, airy 
clothing is known by physio­
logists to be among the best 
means of maintaining t h a t  
balance.

Elevations of body tempera­
ture will develop inevitably 
when tight clothing is worn 
because it prevents l o s s  of 
body heat through conduction, 
radiation and evaporation of 
sweat. And this much is phy­
siologically true: the b o d y  
thermostat is so constructed 
that a fall in temperature is 
much harder to produce than 
is a rise.

Diet plays a part in main­
taining a heat production-heat 
loss balance. Heavy m e a l s  
are difficult to digest in hot 
weather. High protein foods 
should be de-emphasized and 
fruits and vegetables should

be accented, unless a physi­
cian prescribes otherwise.

Body fluids lost through 
perspiration during a hot day 
must be replaced or painful 
stomach cramps will result. 
Fruit juices — two or three 
glasses per day — makes a 
pleasant way to make up the 
loss.

The body also loses s a l t  
through perspiration, so if 
work or exercise causes pro­
fuse sweating, salt tablets are 
called for to replace that lost. 
Salted nuts or crackers might' 
be used for the same pur­
pose. Rest is important dur­
ing hot weather.

It is smart to exercise mod­
erately all year around. But 
it can easily be overdone in 
the summer. Common sense 
dictates that hard yard work 
or active sports should be 
confined to cooler parts of the 
day.
