FROM AN OLD SOLDIER,

At the Richmond Reunion and
Visiting O1d Battlefields.,

To THE FREE PRESS:

1 got here safe and sound
Thursday at 10 o’clock and have
been cared for in fine style by
the noblest of people—the people
of Richmond where our Southern
Confederacy had its seat of gov-
ernment, There are twenty-five
to thirty thousand visitors here
and all are cared for as tenderly
as babies,

On-yesterday we witnessed the
unveiling of the monument to
General J. E. B. Stuart. Today
President Davis’ monument was
to have been unveiled but an all
day rain interfered with the pro-
gram,

I have so far visited three of
the great battlefields and had
many old memories of our great
struggle revived, to-wit; the
scene of the Seven Days fight,
Fredericksburg and Gordonsville,
and will later visit Manasas,
Winchester and Strassburg and
will go thenee down the Chessa-
peak to the Jamestown exposi-
tion. We will from there visit
other scenes connected with the
great Civil war, among them the
battlefield at Petersburg, Staun-
ton and Charleston, W. Va.,
thence back to dear old Texas.
