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Preliminaries to the Olton

Post Office move are well
underway.

Postal clerks D. M. ‘‘Bub”
Holt and Leatrice Langford rec-
eived rent on 166 new boxes
in the new bldg, Monday.

By Wednesday the new box
total had reached 350. Holt
said that there were still. about
250 people needing to secure
boxes in the new building be-
fore the post office moves from
its old quarters.

Olton postmaster Doc Holt
had previously pointed out the
necessity for securing new
boxes before the move, He said
that mail deliveries could be
seriously interrupted by the
move if no box had been rented
in the new building.

The move from the old build-
ing to the new must be acc-
omplished during one weekend
to prevent the loss of mail
in the confusion which would
result from two post offices
being in use at the same time,

Once the move is completed,
the post office workers will
have to learn the changes made
by the move--new facilities,
new box numbers, new places
for materials,

Doc Holt said thatall possible
attempts were being made to
allow people to maintain their
present box numbers in the new
building, but he pointed out that
this was impossible in many
instances.

There are 130 more postal
boxes in the new building than
in the old, but boxes in the new
bldg. are consecutively num-
bered-- 1 through 660, Boxes
in the old building were marked
into the 900’s, but many num-
bers were skipped.

The postmasterexpressed
the hope that he would be able
to make the move to the new
building--located one block east
of the present building--very
soon, and he urged Olton area
residents to obtain their new
boxes just as soon as possi-
ble. ;

McReynolds said that Olton
plans for the event remain un-
changed except for the new date,
but he added that he did not
know yet who the speaker for
the dedication ceremonies
would be.

It had been announced pre-
viously that the first choice
for dedication speaker was Con-
gressman George Mahon, but
speakers are secured by the
Post Office Dept, for dedicat-
ion.

The date change from July
8 to July 11 is also at the re-
quest of the Post Office Dept.
which has the final say in such
matters.

Olton Public Schools nowhave
13 teacher vacancies, asares-
ult of two resignations this
week, it was announced by Joh-
nny Clark Jr., superintendent.

Tom Harkey, junior high
science teacher and counselor,
and Mrs. Dean Bradley, home-
making instructor, resigned to
take new posts at Wilson
and Hereford, respectively.

Harkey will become elemen-
tary principal at Wilson and
Mrs. Bradley will teach home
economics at Hereford. Her
husband, currently employed at
Plainview, has beentransferred
to Hereford,

In recent weeks, eight other
teachers have resigned and the
school has three additional
posts to fill as a result of
increased teacher units from
the state because of a rise in
average dailey attendance last
year.

City, School Agree
In Stadium Problem

Field Plan
Is Given
Go Ahead

The City of Olton and Olton
Independent School District
overcame right-of way prob-
lems between the two govern-
mental units Tuesday afternoon
at a special city council meet-
ing.

The meeting developed after
the school district, launching
an expansion program, moved
its football field to a new site
at the west side of the campus.

Questions arose whenthe city
learned the stadium location
was partly oncity right-of-way.

But the problems were
quickly ironed out Tuesday in
a harmonious meeting between
the city council and Supt. Johnny
Clark Jr.

West grandstand of the stad-
ium ' had been placed about 12
feet from the curb on Avenue
J, some 5 1/2 feet inside the
city right-of-way.

A press box at the top of
the stand was situated over
the right-of-way and its sup-
ports stood directly onthe Ave~
nue J curb.

““Our problem was to get
everything as far west as pos-
sible, so that we could make
more use of the school pro-
perty east of the football field."
he said.

He explained that the school
did not use an architect on this
phase of the building program,
in an effort to save tax money.

‘“We want to work out the

you in the bést incerests of ("

both the city and school,” Clark
told the council.

He'explained that ptans called
for a bus maintenance garage
north of the field, along with
parking area for the buses.

Getting the field and track in
the area south to 9th street
presented atight squeeze, Clark
explained, leaving only 6 1/2
feet between the south end of
the track and the curb on 9th.

The superintendent then req-
uested that the council allow the
school: to construct a six-foot
fence ,on city right-of-way a-
round the north, west and south
sides of the field and track.

In addition, he explained that
plans called for the press box
to be moved to the east stands,
so that it would not interfere
with city right-of-way.

The council agreed to permit
the fence to be constructed five
feet from the curb along Ave-
nue J, 7th and 9th. This will
allow ample walking room out-
side the fence.

And the council officially
closed the original streets
which were laid out on the
school property---Ave, H. and
1 between 7th and 9th, and 8th
Street between Ave, G. and J.

Prior to the meeting the coun-
cil had received a letter from
Clark explaining the school pro-
gram, It said, in part:

““It is requested that Avenue H
and Eighth Street, as orig-
inally planned, remain closedif
previous permission has not
been granted, It is also re-

quested that Avenue I betweer_

Seventh and Ninth Stree.s be
closed, Plans aretohave double
gates on both the north and south

sides of the campus so that |

patrons may park in the area
east ot present stands. It is

. believed that a great portion

of this area will ultimately be
surfaced.

“It is requested that a chain
link fence six feet high be
permitted along Avenue J, Sev=
enth, and Ninth Streets near the
curb so that a walk may be
maintained between the fence
and curb., Offsets for ticket
offices, gates, and the memorial
arch may be needed. If the
arch cannot be moved, then
another will be constructed to
carry out its original purpose.
It is believed that the inside
of the park can be landscaped
and maintained better than the
outside, The existing areas be-
tween Avenues H and J on
Seventh and Ninth Streets are
not desirable,

‘“‘As in the past, the school
will expect the city’s mainte-
nance and other departments to
have access to any and all parts
of the campus. Easements will
be granted for street lights and
other services that are for
the best interests of the city
and the schools.”

FOR COUNTY SCHOOL DUTIES

Round Figures Show Budget
Of About $27,000-$29,000

An impromptu news conference with County
Supt. C. Roy Stevens shed some light on the
controversial office this week, but reporters
ran into some difficulties trying to pin down
finances.

““I don't think we need to get down to the
last penny of it,”’ County Supt. C. Roy Stevens
said to requests for a copy of his office's
budget.

The office is the object of a movement by
the Olton Chamber of Commerce and Agri-
culture to call an election to determine
whether the post should be abolished.

Apparently reluctant to publicise the
office’s operations, Stevens also' was hesi-
tant about reporters seeing minutes of county
school board meetings.

He asked them to wait ‘‘until I talk to the
board about it.”’

The county superintendent did, however,
release some round figures which indicated
the overall pregram of his office has a bud-
get between $27,000 and $29,000.

A 1962 Texas law allows. the office to be
eliminated by county vote.

Olton C-CA began circulating a petition to
call a county-wide election several weeks
ago. More than 1,100 signatures will be
needed before the petition is presented to
county commissioners for action.

Rallying cry of the movement has been
that the office is unnecessary in Lamb
County, and that it is a ‘' waste of tax money.”’

The Olton group, which has been pretty
much on its own in the campaign, still may
get backing from other parts of the county.

Chamber leaders here were elated this
week after learning the Littlefield C-C
has’launched ‘a committee study of the pro-
posal.

A five-man group was appointed to study
the functions of the office and make a.re-
commendation for possible Chamber action
in Littlefield.

Stevens, in questioning last Friday, said
that actual expenses of operating his office,
including his salary, are ‘‘about $10,000 to
$12,000 a year.”

His salary is *‘a little more than $8,000.”’

Three staff members attached to the office
perform jobs for the Spade, Springlake, Am-
herst and Sudan schools, independent school
districts which Stevens terms ‘‘co-op’’
schools.

These are schools with less than 40 tea-
chers, for which the county superintendent’s
office supplies help mainly in counseling and
supervision, Stevens said.

One member of the staff, Enos W. Harper
is a counselor and curriculum supervisor in
the Spade and Springlake schools, He is paid
“‘about $6,200’* a year, Stevens said.

Another member, Thurman D. Knull, per-
forms much the same functions in the Sudan
and Amherst schools at ‘‘about $6,000
a year,”

Mrs, Viola Humphreys is the third member
of the staff, A school nurse, Mrs, Humphreys
works at Spade and Amherst and is paid
“*around $4,700 to $,900 a year.”

These members are paid with state school
funds, as is Stevens’ salary.

The county superintendent told reporters
that jobs of the staff members would not
necessarily be affected by a change in his
office.

The proposal by the Olton C-CA would be
to transfer the full-time office to an ex-offi-
cio duty of the county judge, as is done in
about 100 Texas counties now.

Tax Ruling Hits

Members

A ruling of the Internal Rev-
enue Service will result in an
increase in membership.dues
at the Olton Recreation Center
beginning July 1, the ORC
board of directors announced
this week.

The ORC is subject to a 20
per cent federal excise tax
on dues, the board said.

Effective July 1, regular
members will be charged $8.40
per month and associate mem=
bers $12,00 per month. This is
an increase from $7.00 and

The Paul Burrus farm south-
west of Olton received about
5.50 inches altogether. There
was no crop damage and com-
ment was,’‘ The crops look real
good. If we can get over them be-
fore the sand blows, the rain
will have helped a lot.”

The Delmer Givens farm
southeast of town stayed with
the rest of the area--catching
about S inches of moisture. No
major crop damage was repor-
ted, though some feed was cov-
ered by water in the low areas.
