All 250 beds
were authorized when the hospital
was opened in 1050, but the 181
beds in service now are the most
ever occupled at one time,

Two wards will be opened for the
first time, as a result of the ap-
grapriation. They are the 2é-bed
neuropsychiatric ward on the sixth
floor and a 45-bed ward on the fifth
floor,

Activation of the two wards will
require about 50 additional work-
ers at the hospital, Sims said.

The answer to that question s
being worked oul In every city
and community of Texas, along
with the other states,

Each step forward or backward
is part of one of the biggest news
stories of the century.

Every newspaper reader {s Inler-
ested. Never before bave Texas
newspapers had a more delicate
and difficult task of objectively
reporling (he day - by - day hap-
penings in  the desegregation
movement,

However, Texas newspapers real-
ize they have another great public
responsibllity In addition to honest,
accurate reporting. That job is to
use the powerful facilities of the
néwspaper to Influence publie
opinion,

In wielding this powerful tool
of publie influence newspapers do
not agree on the exact steps to
be taken in converting Texas
gchools from the segregated system.
Different plans have been advo-
cated — “gradualism”™ “local op

tion," “‘pepper and salt plan,” “go
slow plan "
Sometimes the editorial tone]

changes according to the location
of the paper — West Texas with
its few Negroes compared to East)
Texan.

Here's the way some Texas news-
papers see the desegregation issue: ‘

SAN ANTONIO EXPRESS AND
NEWS: ‘“We have taken the lead|
in calling for Integration since
the first ruling by the Supreme
Court in May 1954, Cdnsistently
since then we have gone all-out
to advocate Integration. Toward
