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Sunday storm strikes Stanton with sand and fury

STANTON — Robert Barber and 
his wife^ Estella were Just “ milling 
around”  the house about 6:30 p.m. 
Sunday, when a “ gigantic whiriwind”  
or high winds brushed Stanton’ s 
southside, uprooting trees and de­
stroying severai houses.

“ I noticed windows popped out, and 
my lamp came out of the house,”  Mrs. 
Barber said. “ The house was just 
shaking and rumbling.”

By the time it was over, five wooden 
pillars around'the house were tom 
off, elm trees were toppled and a car 
was “ sideswiped”  by a falling tree. 
Debris was littered ali about.

“ I  was Just standing there shak­

ing,”  Mrs. Barber said. “ I didn't 
know what else to do.”

She sa id  a pet cat, T ina, was 
knocked unconscious by the flying 
debris, and her tame rabbits huddled 
together in fright.

“ TH EY WERE as scared as I was,”  
she said.

Her husband said he was unnerved 
by the sudden storm.

“ The whole house shook like I dpn’t 
know what,”  said “ Fats”  Barber.

Across the street was a lot only 
recently “ vacated ”

“ This was a house; now it’s com­
pletely gone;”  said Col. Ken Dawson 
of the Texas State Guard, which was 
dispatched to patrol the damaged 
areas.

Approximately 25 guardsmen from 
Midland, Andrews and Big Spring 
were present Sunday night.

Dawson, of Midland, is commander 
of the state guard’s Fourth Military 
Police Group. He said the guardsmen 
were at the “ disposal”  of Martin 
County Sheriff Dan Saunders.

SEVERAL BLOCKS west, at 408 
Saint George St., Leonard Brown and 
his wife, Daisy Mae, were watching 
television when the high winds tore 
shingles off their roof, collapsed part 
of a plank fence, demolished the 
chicken coop and tore open the pen 
holding Brown’s racing greyhounds.

“ I forgot all about watching televi­
sion when I saw that cloud,”  Brown 
said. The storm “ was already here”

when he looked outside, he said.
He said his wife first looked out 

the window and said she saw a “ sand- 
storm” headed their way.

Brown, 72, also eyed the storm and 
said; “ That ain’t no sandstorm; it’s a 
cyclone.”

He said rain and some hail followed 
in the wake of the storm.

Brown regrouped his six “ running 
greyhounds”  and two puppies, but 
lost most of his 52 chickens.

“ It’s the laying chickens is what is 
lost,”  Brown said. “ I ’d be better off 
losing the little ones.”

Brown said he has a “ little insur­
ance”  on his property but “ not 
enough to put it back”  into shape.

“ I don’t see how we got out without 
getting somebody killed,”  he said
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Clothing pinned to a line hangs wet but 
secure a m ere 75 feet from  where high winds 
demolished a Stanton tra iler house Sunday.

E m estina  Valdet and three o f her children

Iran softens its request for delay
TEHRAN, Iran (A P ) — Iran’s revo­

lutionary government, stung by Sen. 
Jacob iavits ’ resolution criticixlng 
more than 200 firing squad executions 
in three months, told the United 
States to delay sending its new am­
bassador then tried to soften the blow 
today.

Nonetheless, Javits was assigned a 
24-bour police guard at his Manhattan 
apartm en t bu ild in g  because o f 
threats against him and his wife by 
the Iranian government. New York 
police said.

The official Pars news agency said 
Sunday that the Javits’ resolution re­
presented “ clear Interference”  in Ira­
nian affairs, and that “ continuation of 
such hostile acts o f U.S. officials 
would m ake the Iran ian  govern ­
ment... revise its relations with the 
United States and limit them.

“ The Iranian Foreign Ministry has 
asked the hew U.S. Am bassador 
(Walter L .) Cutler to postpone his trip 
to Iran until such time as the political 
atmosphere between Iran and the 
United States is cleared.”

However, Foreign Minister Ibra­
him Yasdi told a news conference 
today: ’Th e  Iranian government is 
aware that the executive and legisla­

tive branches are clearly separated in 
the United States and so the action of 
the U.S. Senate is not taken by us an 
indication of official U.S. attitudes 
toward Iran.

“ Our objection is directed at the 
action of the United States’ Senate 
and as far as relations between the 
Iranian government and the U.S. gov-

blasted the Javits’ resolution Sun­
day.

The resolution introduced by the 
New York Republican and passed 
Thursday said if the firing squad exe­
cutions, which have reached 213, con­
tinue that relations between the Unit­
ed States and Iran would be endan­
gered.

The highways leading to Jinotega, 
which has a population of 40,000, have 
been blocked by Somoza’s troops, tel­
ephone lines have been broken and no 
one Is permitted to enter or leave the 
city.

Mexico’s break in diplomatic rela­
tions with Somoza’s regime was an­
nounced by President Jose Lopez 
Portillo  at a luncheon in Cancun, 
M exico , honoring v is itin g  Costa 
Rican President Rodrigo Carazo.

Then calling on others to follow 
Mexico’s lead in breaking with the 
Somoza government, Lopin Portillo 
added: “ How we would like that other 
Latin American nations ratify this 
decision. And from here, from this 
forum, I am asking them to do It.”

None of those who saw the storm 
referred to it as a “ tornado.”

No one reported seeing^ a funnel 
cloud, either.

A tornado warning, however, was 
issued Sunday afternoon and night by 
the National Weather Service at Mid­
land Regional Airport.

FORTY-ONE YEARS ago, in June 
1938, a tornado did strike Stanton.

“ It took a gnrtfi s w a th ”  said

Bob Bryan, a dispatcher for Martin 
County Sheriff Dan Saunders. “ It took 
up half of the town.”

Bryan, 44, was 3 years old when he 
saw the “ twister”  travel through 
town from the northeast to the south­
west.

He said the tornado of ’38 passed 
over Stanton once “ and then it came 
back.”

Sunday afternoon’s cyclone-like 
whirlwind reportedly developed near 
the Martin County courthouse in 
downtown Stanton and crossed the 
railroad tracks before it formed and 
picked up sand and fury.

The storm struck the city at 6:33 
p.m. Sunday, according to the sher­
iffs  department.

Damage from high 
winds, heavy rain 
reported in area

STANTON — A 4-year-old boy was 
injured and two homes and a trailer 
house destroyed about 6:33 p.m. Sun­
day when high winds struck the south 
side of town.

'The storm damaged 12 other struc­
tures, a spokesman for the Martin 
County S h eriffs  Department said 
today.

A mobile home belonging to Mr. and 
Mrs. Raymond Valdez was turned 
upside-down, torn apart and scat­
tered across the top o f the cou­
ple’s car.

Their 4-year-old son, Raymond Val­
dez Jr., was slightly injured.

A neighbor, Susie Martinez, who 
describe the storm as “ awful,”  and 
her husband, Isidro, drove the child to 
the hospital for treatment.

The boy was treated and released 
ffom Martin County Hospital for cuts 
to the head^nd bmises.

Mrs. Valdez and two other children 
were present with the boy in the 
mobile home when the storm struck.

However, none of the other family 
members were injured, according to 
official reports.

Officials said Monday there were no 
other reported in juries from  the 
storm.

Law enforcement officials spent 
several hours Sunday night searching 
for a missing resident of a garage 
apartment destroyed by the storm.

Juan Miller, who lived in the apart­
ment, later was located in Big Spring, 
where he had gone to visit earlier in 
the day.

Johnny Villa of Stanton said he was 
visiting his girl friend when the winds 
or whirlwind struck his home.

The small wooden structure he re­
sided in was lifted from its cinder 
block foundation and scattered over a 
nearby pasture.

The Texas State Guard had 25 
guardsmen from the 4th Military Po­
lice Group in Stanton, according to 
Col. Ken Dawson.

The National Weather Service at 
Midland Regional Airport today in­
sisted that a tornado touched down 
about two miles south of the Martin 
County Courthou.se and traveled west 
to east.

There were no reported sightings of 
a funnel cloud, however.

A spokesman for the Howard Coun­
ty sheriffs office said high winds 
Mew over several signs as the storm 
moved through Big Spring Sunday 
night.

The south part of Big Spring was 
without eleetrteal possor (o r more 
than an hour after lightning struck a 
power line, an official for Texas Elec­
tric Service said.

Other towns, including Midland, re­
ported varying amounts of rain, hail 
and wind Sunday night.

The Ta ll C ity rece ived  an o f f i ­
cial .77 inch of rain during Sunday’s 
stormy weather. South, east and west 
Midland received .4 inch of rain, 
while north Midland reported .6 inch 
o f rain, according to unoffic ial 
sources.

A trailer house was overturned by 
high winds in West Odessa and minor

Burglary suspect fatally 
shot in Sunday chase

ODESSA — A burglary suspect 
was fatally shot early Sunday after 
getting caught in traffic in a com­
mandeered car following a running 
gun battle with police.

The suspect, Aubrey Lee Owens, 27, 
of Odessa was shot by Jerry Davis, 
chief investigator for Ector Coun­
ty District Attorney John Green, ac­
cording to reports.

Five Odessa police units responded 
to a burglar alarm at the Strike-It- 
Rich discount department store at 
1:40 a.m. Sunday, Detective Lt. K.R. 
Jones said today.

Police were fired upon as they en­
tered the store after having the 
manager unlock the door, Jones 
said.

When police returned fire, a man 
escaped the store by kicking out a 
plate glass window, Jones said.

’The man ran down Eighth Street, 
exchanging fire with officers from the 
Odessa Police, Ector County Sheriffs ' 
office and Department of Public Safe­

ty who had been called in to assist, 
Jones said.
. At Eighth and Grandview, the sus­
pect commandeered a car with three 
passengers, placed a gun to the driv­
e r ’ s head and told him to d rive , 
Jones said.

While the car was caught in traffic, 
Davis, who apparently had heard 
about the incident on hia police radio, 
approached the ear. Jerked the door 
open and exchanged fire with the 
suspect, Jones said.

Owens’ shot missed Davis, but the 
suspect was fatally wounded. Jones 
said.

Davis recently was the key figure in 
the arrests of suspects now charged 
with murder in two Ector County 
cases. Both cases originally were in­
vestigated by other offices.

Owens was pronounced dead at 
Medical Center Hospital by Peace 
Justice Manuel Valles, who ordered

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Jury resumes 
deliberations 
in W hite trial

SAN FRANCISCO (A P ) — Jurors 
who have deliberated the fate of Dan 
White for five days without reaching a 
verdict asked to rehear the testimony 
of a defense psychiatrist who said 
White suffered an “ emotional col­
lapse" when he killed Mayor George 
Moscone and Supervisor H arvey 
Milk.

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The seven-woman, five-man panel, 
which has deliberated more than 30 
hours since re c e iv in g  the case 
Wednesday, resumed discussions this 
morning.

The Jurors appeared in the court­
room during an unusual Sunday ses­
sion in San Francisco  Superior 
Court.

They asked fur a reading of the - 
transcript of the testimony by Dr. 
Martin Blinder, who Interviewd White 
three times earlier this year. Blinder 
said he was unable to say for certain 
that White was mentally ill when he 
shot Moscone and Milk last Nov. 27.

But Blinder said White was “ more 
reflexive than reflective" when he 
fired the fatal shots. He also said 
White had told him that he had suf­
fered bouts of depression about a half 
a dozen times a year since child­
hood.

White, 32, sat expressionless while 
the two hours of testimony were read. 
Outside, defense attorney Douglas 
Schmidt said White was "not doing 
too well”  while awaiting the verdict. 
He declined to elaborate.

Schmidt and prosecutor Tom Nor­
man have speculated the Jury could 
be deadlock^ on whether at least one 
of the killings was murder or man­
slaughter.

The prosecution asked for first-de­
gree murder convictions, which could 
carry the death penalty.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Oil company executives gave 
pessimistic assessment today of the nation's fuel supplies 
Americans must adjust to driving less, driving slower and paying more 
for gasoline.

Executives of five major oil companies appeared before a Senate 
Energy subcommittee to face questioning on whether there really is an 
oil shortage and. If so. what they are doing about it.

James H. DeNike, a vice president of Shell Oil Co., said his company's 
stocks of gasoline are "less than they should be at this time of year" and 
that the situation will get worse this summer.

DeNike said the United States “ will continue to experience energy 
supply problems over the next several years."

W. J. Price, a senior vice president of Chevron U.S.A. Inc. said the 
demand for gasoline increased S percent over the past year, while
supplies of crude oil dropped because of the unrest in Iran 

Ho[owever, he said. Chevron will be able to supply about the same 
amount of gasoline this summer that it did last year, and that he was 
hopeful "M ay will have been a low point"

Both executives said the supply of oil on the international spot market, 
oil not already committed by contract, has dried up.

All the industry witnesses said that if shortages are to be lessened
Americans must be persuaded to change their d riviM  habits, including 
using car pools and obeying the U  mph speed limit. Tne executives also 
appealed for a relaxation of government controls, saying U .S. oil must be
allowed to rise to the world price.

Thailand plans to oust 
Cambodian refugees

BANG KO K, Thailand (A P )  — 
Nearly 40,000 Cambodian civilians 
and soldiers will be ousted from Thai­
land soon and sent back into embat­
tled Cam bodia, authorities said 
today.

The deputy governor of Chanlaburi 
province, where the Cambodians fled 
in the wake of recent Vietnamese 
attacks, said In a telephone interview 
that Thai merchants were selling food 
and medicine to the group cam p^ out 
on a forested plain near the border at 
Bung Chanang village.

He said they would be sent back Into 
Cambodia "a t another location along 
the border."

The group of 40,000 apparently was 
cut off from a southward march by 
V ie tn am ese  fo rces  which have 
stepped up Uieir attacks in a race 
against the monsoon rains which have 
already begun. The rains make large- 
scale military operations difficult.

ITiailand maintains it is neutral in 
the conflict but Vietnam and the new 
Phnom Penh regime have accused 
Bangkok of aiding Pol Pot’s forces.

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Carter touches
> bn job program

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Acknowledging that black 
voters put him in the White House, President C irter 
says he'll take a second look at controversial plans to 
cut back on summer Jobs for poor youths in I9W.

Addressing a predominantly black audience Sun­
day at Cheyney, Pa., Carter said flatly, “ You and 
other black Americans are the reason that I am 
president.”

Although his talk, a commencement address at 
once all-biack Cheyney State College, focused on an
appeal that blacks exercise their voting rights, he 
also toi ■ ■touched on the jobs program.

A number of vocal and influential blacks were 
dismayed in January when the president sent Con­
gress a budget ca iing for a $200 m illion  cut­
back In the summer jobs program in liMO. This would 
be done by making 14-year-olds ineligible for partici­
pation.

“ We will take another look at our summer jobs 
program, which has been seriously troubled,”  
Carter told his Pennsylvania audience. "The level of 
jobs in the future will depend on the effectiveness of 
the program "

Carter said a year-oid task force headed by Vice 
President Walter F. Mondale will review the pro­
gram, which will provide I million jobs this Sum­
mer.

Reluming to the central theme of his address, the 
president asked:

“ How are we going to have the leadership to fight 
for equal opportunity and affirmative action in jobs, 
schools and housing if even the act of voting Is too 
great an effort?

“ I ask you to join with me In overcoming fear 
about the future, in battling apathy. In fighting fur 
change One place to begin, ̂ r  instance, is to 
keep the pressure on fur equal opportunity in educa­
tion and jobs “

A few doten anti nuclear demonstrators held up 
banners just outside the campus.

Althoagh the protesteri were not permitted on the 
college grounds, one person in the audience should, 
"Stop the nukes.'' when Carter railed fur .Senate 
ratification of the new strategic arms limitation 
treaty with the Soviet Union.

Anti fraud Investigators trying to set up better 
"paper trails" to nab swindlers and new rules 

covering strip mining and toxic chemicals are 
a few ^  the reasons why the depth of federal 
paperwork is expected to Increase 

The administration's war against paperwork ap 
pears to have reduced some of the millions of hours 
(he public spends filling out forms, says a soon-to-be 
released study by the Office of Management and 
Budget

The report estimates that by last December the 
government required an annual total of HOO million 
hours of work by the public to fill out the forms 

That was 14 percent less than required in January 
1177, the month President Carter took office.

Rut most of the gains were made during the early 
months of the administration The last three months 
of ia7H show only a I percent decline 

“ It looks like it's going to turn around and go the 
other way.”  said a veteran of (he anti paperwork 
campaign, who asked not to be identified.

He put the score at "Us I. Them IS.”
The effort to control the number of federal forms Is 

nut being helped by Congress and other parts of the 
bureaucracy over which Carter has no authority In 
the paper fight, officials said.

Also, new rules, such as those covering strip 
mining and toxic chemicals, require new forms.

‘Deep reservation’ 
about SALT exists

WASHINGTON f  A P ) — If the new strategic arms 
limitation agreement wins the backing of the na 
tlon'i active military officers. It will only srith 
their "deep reservations,”  says retired Adm. Elmo 
Zumwalt.

Zumwalt, an opponent of the arms treaty (SALT 
II ) with the SovIm  Union, said Sunday that retired
military officers, some of whom have argued against 
the agiwment, “ are able to speak up, whereas the 
active mllitaiY are muzzled.”

Members of the Joint Chiefs of Staff must decide 
between backing a presidential decision, such as the 
new treaty, or resigning, he said.

“ I gather these members believe they should 
support (the treaty) despite their deep reservations 
about SALT II .”  he added 

Zumwalt. a member of the Joint Chiefs when he 
was chief of naval operations, was interviewed with 
two other treaty opponents on NBC's “ Meet the 
Press.”  Also questioned were Sen. Jake Gam, R- 
Utah, and Paul Nitze, a former Defense Depart­
ment official and now chairman of the Committee on 
the Present Danger, a group opposing the treaty.

Zumwalt's comments on the military's view of the 
pact were In response to suggestions by Defense Sec­
retary Harold Brown that retired officers tend to 
exaggerate Soviet military strength.

In a country with the affluence 

o f the United Statea, it should be a 
a im ple matter to lee  that no one 
goes hungry. Instead, we have the 
Food Stamp program , one of the 
m o lt  pathetic performances of 
governm ent bureaucracy.

F e w  fe d e r a l  g o v e rn m e n t  
program s have been the target of 
10  much criticism , or so resistant 
to  r e fo rm . Tw o  yea rs  ago 
Congress put a “ cap”  on future 
Food Stamp budgets to bring 
runaway costs under control. 
E l i g i b i l i t y  s ta n d a rd s  w ere  
changed to e lim in a te 'o r  reduce 
benefits to several million persons 
whose need was questionable. The 
la w  w as ch an ged  so that 
benefic iaries would no longer 
have to pay for the stamps, in 
o rder to assure that the very poor 
w ere  not le ft out.

N ow  the returns are coming in. 
The Agricu lture Department says 
the “ cap ”  is too low, and an extra 
$650 m illion is needed to avoid a 
reduction in benefits at a time 
when grocery  prices are going up.

T h e  exp lanation  from  the 
A gricu ltu re Departm ent is that 
Inflation has driven up the cost of 
food faster than was anticipated. 
The'departm ent says it now takes 
1191 a month in •stamps to cover a 
" th r ifty  food budget”  for a fam ily 
o f four. Further, unemployment is 
running above projected levels. 
The number of persons receiving 
stam ps is one million higher than 
was expected under the new 
e lig ib ility  rules.

A lot of people in Washington 
have guessed wrong about in­
flation  and unemployment rates, 
but this does not mean Congress 
should abandon its comm itm ent 
to a “ cap ”  on the Food Stamp 
budget. To  do so would be a 
confession that the program  is 
exactly  what Congress decided in 
1977 that it should not be — an 
open-ended spending program  
im m une to e fforts to control it.

The ready presumption that 
certain  items in the federal 
budget are “ uncontrollab le" is 
the main reason why Congress 
regu la rly  retreats from the goal 
o f a balanced budget. That is the 
point being made by Republicans 
on the House A g r ic u ltu ra l 
Com m ittee who are urging that 
Food Stamp spending be held 
within the budgeted amount.

One o f them. Rep E. Thomas 
Colem an o f Kansas, has identified 
specific ways that the program  
could get by without the ad­
ditional fCSO million and still meet 
its com m itm ent to help the 
genuinely needy cope with the

high cost of groceries.
Savings of that amount would 

result, he said, if the error rate in 
passing out stampk were cut in 
half, if the governm ent recovered 
benefits from those who received 
stamps after their income had 
risen above the poverty level, and 
if there were an end to the 
o v e r la p p in g  o f a s s is ta n c e  
program s which make double­
dippers of many clients.

S.S. taxes soar; funds a^nd le

T h ere  is little  doubt that 
A m e r ic a n  ta x p a y e rs  w ou ld  
support whatever appropriation is 
necessary to assure that poor 
people are not left behind in the 
struggle to keep up with inflated 
food prices.

They w ill object, however, and 
righ tly so. if Congress allows 
errors  and laxity to spread the 
b en efits  beyond the lim ited  
segm ent o f the population which 
rea lly  needs them.

WASHINGTON -  Social Security 
taxes have skyrocketed over the past 
year and are continuing to soar up­
ward. This is supposed to prevent the 
Social Security system, which most 
Am ericans count on for their 
retirement checks, from going broke. 
The prevailing propaganda is that the 
system is safe for the next SO years.

There are, however, several leaks 
in the Jrusl fund — legal cracks 
through which money is slowly but 
steadily draining. If the leaks go 
unplugged, they will cost the system 
billions of dollars in years to come

A draft report by the General Ac­
counting Office, due for release this 
summer, cites the flow of Social 
Security payments to beneficiaries 
abroad as a potentially enormous 
drain. The Social Security Ad­
ministration currently pays out $624 
million a year to 304,000 beneficiaries 
living outside the United States.

Only about a third of these 

recipients are U S. citiiens. The rest 
are foreigners who lived and worked 
here long enough to qualify for Social 
Security pensions. The greatest 
number have gone home to Canada. 
Mexico and Italy.

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This is all perfectly legal, but dif­
ficulties tfise  in supervising the 
claims of foreign recipients. Ob­
viously. the Social Security Ad­
ministration can't afford to send 
investigators all over the world 
checking on beneficiaries, even if the 
foreign governments were willing to 
cooperate.

Another costly provision of the 
Social Security law gives survivor 
benefits not only to widows for as long

as they live, but to any children under 
IS (or 22 in the case of students).

The GAO cites one ty)>ical example; 
“ It is common for young Filipino 
women to marry and take care of 
retired men in exchange for future 
financial security. The young women 
become impregnated or adopt a child 
to become eligible for benefits.”

This practice is reflected in the 
statistics: While only 40 percent of 
Social Security beneficiaries overall 
are survivors or dependents. 7S 
percent of those in Mexico belong in 
these categories. 71 percent in the 
Philippines.

Then there are the payments to 
illegal aliens and their families. The 
number of illegal aliens working in 
this country has been estimated at 3.1 
million; though many do not file with 
Social Security for (ear of detection, 
no one knows how many managed to 
get away with it and qualify for 
pensions. “ Aliens earning illegally 
could increase costs of overseas 
benefits dramatically,”  the GAO 
report notes.

While (or most Americans, Social 
Security benefits are only a sup­
plemental or bare-survival pension, 
in countries with low standards of 
living a monthly check in U S. dollars 
represents real social security. And 
the qualification minimum can make 
it an unbelievable bargain; The GAO 
study found some illegal aliens, for 
example, contributing as little as $188 
to the trust fund and getting a return 
on this “ investment" of as much as 
$10,900.

According to a random survey by 
the GAO investigators, “ up to 35 
percent of (overseas) beneficiaries 
could be collecting on wages earned 
illegally.”

The problem of Social Security

payments abroad will become in­
creasingly serious if steps are not 
taken. In the past decade, the number 
of beneficiaries overall has risen 39 
percent; the figure for recipients 
overseas shows a 50 percent increase.

The system's largesse abroad is 
matched by its . laxity toward a 
favored class of employers in this 
country. Private employers must pay 
their Social Security contributions 
each month, but state and local 
governments under the system are 
allowed to turn in their payroll 
deductions on a quarterly basis — and 
are given a grace period of six weeks 
in which to make their payments to 
Uncle Sam.

This is fine for the state and local 
governments, which can draw in­
terest on the deducted amounts with 
short-term investments. But it’ s 
obviously not good for the Social 
Security system, which could be 
making money from the same kind of 
short-term investments

Two years ago. Jimmy Carter had 
little expectation of.conditions in Tur­
key presaging the end o f Harry Tru­
man's great post-war experiment.

Carter had inherited an ideal safe­
ty-valve from the Ford administra­

tion — a f»Mjr-year defense coopera­
tion agret'meni (DCA). It would not 
only have endtd the arms embargo 
imposed by Congress under pressure 
fn>m the Greek lobby, but would have 
reoptmed closed U.S. bases for a 
price-tag of only $1 billion in arms and 
economic aid.

That was torpedoed by the G r^ k  
lobby, aided diligently by Vice Presi­
dent Waller F. Mondale. Sen. Paul 
Sarbanes of Maryland. Senate king­
pin of the lobby, has beaten a steady 
path to the vice jires iden i's  door. 
Carter was persuaded, partly on 
gn>unds of cleansing himself of Ford-

go. Turkey today would not be in such 
straitened circumstances. Nor would 
the U.S. have to worry about permis­
sion to use Turkey as a SALT monitor 
in place o f Iran. Instead, Carter 
played to the Greek lobby, and Tur­
key is today ripe for Moscow's nudge 
toward destabilization.

With the failure of Christopher’s 
mission to Ankara, the president is 
heading toward another cliff-hanger; 
how to persuade the Turks not to shut 
down U.S. bases in October even if no 
new defense agreement has been 
signed by them.

So, (he Soviets are using their esca 
lated radio broadcasts to finish the 
work in.sensibly started by the U.S. 
Congress with its arms embargo and 
systematically reduce American ties 
with Turkey. For the first time, spe- 
ciali8ti here believe the Russians 
might possibly pull it off.

The D epartm ent of Health, 
Education and Welfare proposed a 
change in the regulations that would 
have required state and local 
governments to turn in their payroll 
deductions and em ployer con­
tributions within 15 days after the end 
of each month. The states squawked 
in protest and HEW backed off. A 
compromise scheduled to take effect 
in July will net Social Security $204 
million less by 1985 than under the 
original proposal.

Another potential rip-off lies in the 
area of benefits to students 
children of retirees, disabled or 
deceased workers who are between 
the ages of 18 and 22, are unmarried 
and attend school full time Such 
payments have increased five-fold 
since 1966, from $325 million a year to 
$1.6 billion.

Because the student benefits are not 
tied to the academic year or to the 
actual cost of the beneficiary’s 
education, many students receive 
benefits that exceed their expenses, 
including payment during summer 
vacation.

The student payment system' also 
relies on the honesty of the recipients 
to determine their eligibility. But a 
sample study of students in Los 
Angeles County and upstate New 
York found that 86 percent of those 
who attended school only part time, or 
had actually dropped out. had failed 
to notify Social Security they were no 
longer eligible for benefits.

BIBLE VERSE
“ And these shall go away into 

everlasting punishment; but the 
righteous into life eternal.”  — Mat.

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That is not exactly the image we 
like to portray. We like to convince 
people that we are wise, sincere, 
fearless, dedicated to truth, justice 
and the American Way of Life.

To be blunt, Mencken’s description 
is more accurate. We are, for one 
thing, a business and our chief busi­
ness is making money. As John Con- 
nally loves to point out, we frequently 
outperform the oil industry when you 
measure it as a return on investment. 
I, for one, make no apologies for this. 
Only fools and cub reporters think 
that newspapers exist as instruments 
of altruism.

Secondly, we are primarily in the 
entertainment bu.siness. We peddle 
bur product, whether it’s the New 
York Times or a weekly in Podunk, by 
appealing to the interests — or at 
least what we hope are the interests 
— of the pc‘ople we are trying to sell.

Over the years we have managed to 
convince the public that the words 
“ news,”  and “ important”  are synon­
ymous, but I can assure you they are 
nut. News is first and foremost what­
ever we say is news and sometimes it 
is trivial and insignificant. The only 
thing it always is, we hope, is interest­
ing

Insofar as having an influence un 
the public, it is (his — our ability to 
decide what is and what is nut to be 
considered news — that is our real 
power.

For example, the anti-war move­
ment during the Vietnam era would 
have died at birth had a majority of 
news decision makers chosen to con­
sider it “ not news.”  (Juite literally, 
the Vietnam War was lost when a ma­
jority of the leadership in (he Ameri­
can press decided it was lost.

Another myth we have creaUMl is 
objectivity We even fool ourselves on 
this one We foster the belief that the 
news is fathered and presented un a 
strictly objective basis, meaning neu­
tral and disinterested, when in reali­
ty, the news business is a subjective 
business from start to finish 

All of the decisions involved in the 
production of news are subjective. Is 
this news or not news?

Being subjective, these decisions 
cannot help but bi‘ influenci-d not only 
by custom and trade definitions but 
also by pet*r pressure, personal back­
grounds and beliefs, biases, and even 
ambition. You can find in (he Ameri­
can press plenty o f exam ples of 
biases, unfairness, sensationalism, 
exaggeration, mis-reporting of facts, 
double standards and hypocri.sy.

In short, the press is a human insti­
tution. The sensible approach to take 
is the same one Thomas Jefferson 
took. Recognize the flaws. Read and 
look with your mind in gear. Don't 
waste time looking for ink-stained 
messiahs. But also recognize that 
without this warty, brash, obnoxious 
but free press, it is a dead, 100 percent 
certainty that you will end up living in 
a totalitarian state.

We in the press may not be able to 
save you. but without us, there’s no 
saving any of us. We are one of the 
maladies of freedom which can’t be 
cured except by killing the patient. So 
be careful. Frank.

Minchew begins 
new testimony

W ASHINGTON (A P )  — Daniel 
Minchew testified today that his pub­
lic accusations against his former 
boss. Sen. Herman Talmadge, D-Ga., 
covered “ a time of my life of which I 
am not proud."

Beginning several days of sworn 
testimony l^fore the Senate Ethics 
Committee, Minchew said he con­
verted Senate funds and campaign 
contributions for Talmadge’s person­
al use.

Talmadge’s former administrative 
assistant said he once took part in 
attempts to thwart the investigation 
of Talmadge, cited by the committee 
on five allegations of financial mis­
conduct.

" I  was for a time a participant In 
the plan to short-circuit and impede 
the investigation of Sen. Talmadge," 
Minchew said. " I  am no longer, I 
assure you, anything except a witness 
who seeks to assist in your search for 
the truth."

Minchew, 39, has been under inves­
tigation by the Justice Department, 
which has agreed to delay a possible 
indictment pending completion of the 
Ethics Committee’s hearings. Min­
chew acknowledged he turned some 
of $39,000 in campaign contributions 
and Senate expense funds to his own 
use.

Proposition 13 dad 
opens new campaign

N E W  Y O R K  (A P )- H o w a r d  
Jarvis was in good form. "The way to 
stop inflation is to refuse to sell paper 
to the government; then they won’t be 
able to prfnt more money," said the 
promoter of Proposition 13.

To Jarvis, the big issue today is 
people versus politicians, who he feels 
ignore the public's wishes, spend too 
much, create inflation, pass needless 
laws and decline to take stands on 
important issues.

“ They’ re a bunch of clowns in a 
business with no investment, no risk, 
no responsibility," he said of elected 
officials. "They're sitting on a gravy 
train." Everyone at the hotel break­
fast table laughed.

Jarvis was relaxed, having com­
pleted the tasks that brought him 
here, including the promotion of “ Ax 
Your Tax,”  an upcoming board game 
in which players seek to beat the 
“ Infernal Revenue System." .

He turned to big business. “ It has 
two weaknesses," said the 76-year-old 
former businessman. “ Political stu­
pidity and abject cowardice." He 
paused. “ It lies there like a mackerel 
in the hot sun."

On the day before, Jarvis had given 
his favorite talk, to some of New 
York’s biggest money men. He felt he 
had impressed them, but he found 
their questions unusually discerning. 
“ A tough audience," he said.

G eneraly, Jarvis  Indicated, he 
found listeners less challenging. Since 
last June, he said, he has spoken in 48 
stales, "and no matter where you go 
there’s no difference: they want a tax 
cut.”

Are people prepared to accept the 
alternative of fewer services, he was 
asked? He replied in an instant: 
“ Yes. 'They don’t give a damn about 
services the government says it is 
giving them."

He qualified the answer. Those who 
don’t want the alleged services, he 
said, are those footing the bill. "There 
are others,”  he said, “ who want twice 
as many services, and someone else 
to pay.”

Jarvis draws crowds — “ more than 
politicians draw”  -r wherever he 
presents his message of less govern­
ment. Government, he proi’laims, has

lost touch with people, spending for 
itself rather than the public.

“ Last year,”  he said, “ the Califor­
nia Legislature introduced 5,000 hills 
and passed 1,000, and nobody knows 
what they passed. Nobody knows 
what the law is.”  A bad habit, costly 
and oppressive, he said.

“ Twenty-five years ago It cost $64,- 
000 to support a congressman and his 
staff," he stated. Now, he claimed, 
the comparable figure is $1.7s.million. 
"T h e  gravy train it the biggeit in the 
world." he cracked.

Howard Jarvis, who before retiring 
from business in 1962 made a fortune 
in newspapers and manufacturing 
(light appliances and aircraft parts), 
is having the time of his life. He feels 
honored. He is very pleased and sur­
prised, he says, by his rapport with 
college students.

For many years, however, he suf­
fered anonymity, waging a some­
times lone fight for lower taxes. Then 
he scored last year with Proposition 
13, which lowered California property 
taxes to I percent of value.

Considering that property taxes 
there were as much as 5 percent of 
property value, fear spread that the 
cut would bring financial disaster. It 
didn’t. It did, said Jarvis, save middle 
income families and the elderly. And 
it enabled young couples to afford 
homes, he said.

According to a Jarvis promotional 
piece, “ Massive public employee lay­
offs have not occurred, schools have 
not closed, police and firemen are still 
working." The earthquake prediction 
was false, he said.

Best of all, Jarvis claims. Is that the 
state budget surplus of $7 billion is 
now closer to $8 billion, or $3 billion 
after a one-time Income tax cut and 
state payments of $4.5 billion to com­
munities.

Claims Jarvis: The people took 
back government from the bureau­
crats. The results, he maintains, 
.shows the public wants to pay only for 
essential rather than services the pol- 
iticiani wanted to provide.

Now he is engaged in a new initia­
tive that would, among other things, 
reduce the California personal in­
come tax by 50 percent, eliminate the 
business inventory tax and freexe the 
sales tax.

Merrill Lynch, Pierce, Fenner and 
Bean, as that bnikerage house'used to 
be called before the partners began 
playing musical chairs in the board 
room, always sounded to me like a 
slot machine coughing up a disap­
pointing jackpot. Or like my lawn 
mower hitting a rock.

When I lived in the South, I always 
admired the candor of a real estate 
firm named Gully and Poor. Their 
signs were all over the countryside, 
a i^  sometimes the terrain b ffe r^  for 
sale seemed to match the billing.

Hunting through the Greater Lon­
don telephone book for a Catholic 
church In the city's north end, I came 
across “ Holy Ghost Take Out”  and 
have w ondei^  ever since what sort of 
fast foods were being purveyed in the 
name of the third person of the Trin­
ity.

On 
April 29, 1903, he filed an appli­
cation with the U.S. Patent Of­
fice for a two-part, cylindrical 
mail receptacle. It consisted of a 
detachable scoop with a weath­
er-proof outer casing, and a 
metal flag that could be raised 
to indicate when mail was to be 
collected.

“ Until Collins came along,”  
Holster said, “ many makeshift 
receptacles — including tin cans 
n a il^  to trees — were used as 
mailboxes, particularly after 
rural m ail serv ice  began in 
1896.”

Today, he said, a variety of 
approved commercial mailbox 
designs are available for use 
with decorative posts, and those 
who p re fe r a custom-made 
mailbox may check with the 
Midland Post Office to make 
sure it meets specifications and 
requirements.

During mailbox improvement 
week, residents should exaipine 
their mailboxes to determine 
whether they have been da­
maged by weather or vandalism 
and should make any repairs or 
improvements, according to 
Holster...

Instead, 
la m  devoting my entire 
column to tips that could 
save your life.

Let's pretend you’re a 
contestant on “ Hollywood 
Squares,”  and you are 
asked the fo llow ing 
question:

"M ore people are killed 
every year by (a ) tor­
nadoes, (b ) cyclones, (c) 
lightning.

I f  you said, " ( c )  
lightning,”  you would be 
right.

Michael Mogil of the 
National Weather Service 
says that most deaths 
caused by lightning could 
have been avoided if only 
common sense had been 
used. But common sense 
is not as common as most 
people think it is.

L ig h tn in g  o ccu rs  
during thunder storms, so 
the logical time to start 
protecting yourself is 
when you see the storm 
clouds gatherinq.

As a general rule, avoid 
high places, metal and 
water!

If you are outdoors, 
seek shelter in a hous  ̂nr

other larse building. 
(Steer clear of sheds or 
s m a ll b u ild in gs  in 
isolated areas.)

If you are on the golf 
course, and can’t reach a 
building, first drop your 
golf club, then head for 
your car — assuming the 
car is not a convertible, it 
will act as a “ cage”  to 
protect you. (The metal 
picks up the lightning, 
conducts it around you 
and into the ground.) 
Stay in the cgr. Keep 
windows and doors (and 
sun roof) shut.

Never stand under a 
tall tree. If lightning 
strikes the tree, elec­
tricity can run down the 
trunk, though the roots, 
into the ground and into 
your body.

If you are caught in a 
flat, open field, bend 
down and put your hands 
on your knees. Do not lie 
down on the ground. 
M a in ta in  M IN IM U M  
contact with the ground.

If you are inside, close 
w indows and doors. 
Lightning can strike 
through an open window.

Don’ t take a bath 
during a thunder storm.

If electricity strikes the 
plumbing system, it can 
be conducted into the tub.

Don’t use the telephone 
unless it is absolutely 
necessary. Electricity 
can travel through the 
telephone wires.

If you are jogging, stop 
and get out of the wide- 
open spaces or you can 
run into trouble. You are 
far safer indoors as long 
as the doors and windows 
are closed. Most deaths 
and in ju r ie k  from  
lightning occur outdoors; 
almost half of all people 
killed by lightning are 
en gaged  in outdoor 
recreation.

Don’t rely on rubber- 
soled shoes to protect 
you. Lightning can carry 
a jolt of up to 100 million 
volts. Rubber soles are 
insignificant as an in­
sulator.

It ’s also not true that 
lightning never strikes 
twice in the same place. 
The conditions that at­
tract the lightning bolt in 
the first place can attract 
it again.

Family plan bill defeated
AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — A bill making free family 

planning services available to women on welfare 
was defeated Friday in the House after an anti-abor­
tion amendment was added to it.

House members rejected the bill, 28-101, and the 
sponsor. Rep. Sam Hudson, D-Dallas, blamed the 
abortion amendment which he had agreed to ac­
cept.

Hudson later said he had “ trusted”  Rep. Bill 
Ceverha, R-Dallas, who offered the amendment. But 
he said the amendment didn't do what Ceverha 
said it did'.

Ceverha's amendment would have required all 
women receiving abortions, as well as their hus­
bands or — in the case of minors — parents, to 
receive detailed information on fetal development.

A woman would be shown pictures and given 
written details on “ the probable physical character 
of the unborn child at the time an abortion is 
contemplated"

Hudson’s original bill would have provided birth 
control information but guaranteed that a woman 
would not lose her welfare benefits for refusing to 
accept family planning services.

‘Human error’ was not 
mishap’s major factor

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Congresslo 
nal investigators are saying “ human 
error”  was not a major factor in the 
Three Mile Island nuclear accident 
Instead, they are blaming equipment 
malfunctions and misleading control 
board readings for the near-catastni 
phe.

Congressional sources said a task' 
force Investigating the accident con 
c lu M  that operators were unable to 
halt the nation's worst nuclear acci­
dent because their instruments con 
veyed data that was either wrung or 
hard to Interpret

Those conclusions are In contrast 
with previous contentions by some 
Nuclear Regulatory Commission offi 
dais that operator error played a 
major role.

The task force report, the first con­
gressional assessment of what went 
wrong at the nuclear plant located 
near Harrisburg, Pa., was scheduled 
for presentation today to a Hou.se 
Interior subcommittee.

A senior member o f the investigat­
ing team, who a.sked not to be IdentI 
flH , said the central findings of the 
task force, headed by Rep. James 
Weaver, D-Ore., are that:

—Control room operators acted 
reasonably in light of the Information 
available to them during the first 
hours of the March M accident and 
followed prescribed procedures.

—A preassure relief valve stuck In 
the open position was the single most 
serious malfunction, but conflicting 
Information reaching the control 
room delayed a diagnosis o f the prob­
lem for more than (wo hours.

—An emergency core cooling sys­
tem (hat had tu m ^  on automatically 
was throttled back dramatically, con­
tributing to reactor overheating, — 
but was done so based on confusing 
Instrument readings and cannot be 
considered “ operator error."

—Temperature In the reactor core 
soared to a dangerous 2000 degrees 
Fahrenheit during  the first (we hours 
of the accident but control room nnon- 
itors were Inadequate for measuring 
this high a temperature directly.

According to (he Investigators, four 
licensed operators were in (he control 
room at i  a.m. March 20 when the 
accident .started. Within two hours, 10 
operators were present.

A light on the control panel Incor 
rectly Indicated that a pressure relief 
valve which had o p e i^  to relieve 
pressure from the reactor's primary 
cooling svstem had closed.

Instead, the valve stayed open for 
two hours and twenty minutes — al­
lowing radioactive steam and water 
to continue to spew out of the pres­
surised reactor system and robbing 
the core of needed coolant.

Untrained to interpret other condi­
tions that could have led them to 
suspect the valve was stuck open and 
allowing cooling water to escape as 
steam, the operators did not realize 
the uranium fuel core subsequently 
heated to about 2000 degrees and that 
the emergency cooling system needed 
to be on at full force, the report said.

Thus the failure to keep the emer­
gency cooling system at full flow can­
not be considered “ operator error,”  
the task force concluded

Nuclear foes demonstrate 
at Metropolitan Edison plant

READING, Pa. (A P ) — Carrying 
placards and shouting slogans In front 
of an empty building, 2,000 foes of 
nuclear energy demonstrated at the 
headquarters o f Metropolitan Edison 
Co., part-owner of the crippled Three 
Mile Island atomic plant.

"F irst you try to kill us, then you 
want to Mil us," the demonstrators 

^ iheeted Sundiy, unleashing hettnm- 
fllled balloons into the air to symbol­
ise the release of radioactivity.

The Met Ed building, c lo s^  Sun­
day, was roped o ff and guarded by SO 
state and city police during the 4d4nl- 
nute protest, organized by a Harris­
burg-based anti-nuclear group called 
T h m  Mile Island Alert.

Senate's 'Killer 'still in flight
AUSTIN. Texas (A P ) — It will take more than 

Texas Rangers on their trail and threats to remove 
them from office to flush Texas’ “ Killer Bees”  
senators from their undercover hives, claims one 
absentee. ■

“ We can stay gone as long as we want to,”  Sen. 
(^n e  Jones, D-Houston, said Sunday as he and 11 
other missing senators began their third day of 
disrupting Senate action and avoiding arrest.

Their 19 colleagues — minus some with excused 
absences — convened briefly Sunday before ad­
journing without a quorum.

State police and Texas Rangers made one arrest in 
their statewide search. But the capture.became em­
barrassing when officers discovered they had 
grabbed Jones’ brother by mistake, f

“ It’s not likely we’re going to be found until we 
return on our own,”  Senator Jones said after phoning 

newspaper reporter. “ We’ll all return together
itwhenever that is. It could be Monday morning; 

could be Tuesday at midnight.”
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby ordered the dozen lawmakers 

arrested Friday morning after they boycotted a Sen­
ate session. The chamber needs 21 senators to 
conduct business. Unless two absentees are found, 
the .Senate can do nothing.

Jones said 10 absentees were together on Friday 
and were talking of going to Mexico when he left 
(hem.

Others missing — all Democrats — were Chet

Mansur Rashid Kikhia said .Sunday that the United 
States must change its trade policies toward Libya 
and prop up the falling dollar in order to stave 
off expected increases in the price of iniported 
crude.

“ We would like to see the United States use the 
energy it purchases with much more wisdom, at 
least until another alternative can be found. We can’t 
waste our oil, which is our main source of exports, 
for a super-affluent society,”  he said.

The continuing rise in OPEC oil prices, he said, 
was necessary because of the decline of the dollar.

He said the United States continues to buy Libya's 
oil but refu.ses to .sell many items to the African 
nation. And he said that refusal stemmed from 
“ pressure from the pro-Zionists.”

“ What is happening is that we take the U.S. dollar 
for the oil they purchase and then we spend it with 
the Japanese or Germans because the United States 
will not encourage more exports to us,' said Kik­
hia.

“ This does not make sense because with your 
money, we can buy our limited military needs from 
many other nations.”

“ The United States has stopped the sale of all 
military hardware to us. We have had problems 
purchasing other items because of political rea­
sons,“ said Kikhia.

REEDSVILLK, Pa, (A P ) — State officials are 
worried that the Amish buKKifh clip-cloppinK down 
the streets of Keedsvllle may be brinf{inK an invisible 
polio virus with them.

Polio, now considered rare in the United States, 
erupted first among the KIshacoquillas Valley's I.MO 
Amish, most of whom initially shunned the polio 
vaccine.

Rut Just last week, a woman in nearby Yeager- 
town. who had no contact with the Amish, came 
down with nonparalytic polio.

The 38-year old unidentlflt‘d woman became the 
fourth polio victim this year in central Pennsylvania 
and only the fifth  case nationwide since Jan 
uary. '

There were 1,336 cases reported in Pennsylvania in 
IBM, before the Salk vaccine came into general use 
Cases have averaged less than one a year since

Health officials, alarmed that the virus — which 
can cause paralysis, meningitis or intestinal prob 
lems — had spread ouLsIde the Amish community,

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Getting ready for college? 
Get out your checkbook

Students looking forward to college this fail also can 
look forward to paying more for Uieir education, but 
youngsters and parents who plan carefully can ease the 
burden on the family budget.

An annual survey by the College Scholarship Service of 
the College Board shows that a student who attends a 
four-year; private college or university and lives on 
campus can expect to spend $5,526 during the school year 
that starts in September.

That’s 10.6 percent more than the same student at the 
same school would have spent during the year that 
is just ending.

The scholarship service said Sunday that average ex­
penses at all types o f institutions would be 9 p er­
cent higher in the 1979-80 academic year than they were in 
1978-79.

It is late in the season to start searching for financial 
aid, but you may still be- able to get some help. The 
College Scholarship Service says $12.3 billion in public and 
private aid will be available for students in the com­
ing year.

“ Many students, including those from middle-income 
families, may qualify for financial aid and should 
apply for funds to help them attend colleges they might not 
be able to afford on their own,”  said Joe Paul Case, 
director of program administration fol* the scholarship 
service.

Legislation passed last year expands government aid 
programs so more people are eligible. Ask for de­
tails from college admissions officers; if you are too late 
for this year, you may be able to get a head start on 
planning for next year.

There are five basic federal programs to aid undergrad­
uates: Basic Educational Opportunity Grants, Supple­
mental Educational Opportunity Grants, College Work-

Study', National Direct Student Loans and Guaranteed 
Student Loans. All except the guaranteed loan program 
are tied to financial need, however.

If you can’t get more money, you will have to figure out 
how to spend less and the latest study by the schol­
arship service provides some clues for would-be savers. 
The budget section where you can trim  the most, 
says the non-profit association, is the one that varies most 
— tuition. •

At private, four-year colleges, tuition, including fees, 
will average $2,923 In the coming year. At public, 
four-year-colleges, it will average only $680. You could 
save more than $2,200 a year.

Note; Public institutions often charge extra for non-resi­
dent students. Ask about additional fees. '

You also may be able to save by attending a two-year 
college. The career you plan on may not require four 
years of college. I f  it does, you may be able to get a degree 
from a two-year school, then enroll in a four-year in- 
stijution to complete your training. Tuition at private, 
two-year colleges for the coming year will average $2,- 
043— almost $900 less than at four-year schools, according 
to the scholarship service. Tuition at public, two-year 
colleges will average $389.

Once you know what tuition will cost, sit down with a 
pencil and paper and figure out your other expenses. 
They will vary from school to school and individual to 
individual, but the scholarship service suggests the fol­
lowing averages fur the coming year:

—Transportation: $250 to $450.
—Room and board: $1,400 to $1,700 fqr students who live 

on campus. $850 to $1,000 for commuters. (Many fami­
lies forget to count room and board expenses for a student 
who lives at home; there may be no rent charge, 
but feeding a college student is sure to add to the 
budget.)

—Books and supplies; $230.
—Personal expenses: $500.

Silkwood supporters 
celebrate decision

EDMOND, Okla. (A P ) — A “ sweet decision”  that ordered the Kerr- 
McGee energy conglomerate to pay Karen Silkwood's three children over 
$10.5 million was celebrated here Sunday.

About 60 people showed up to protest the Black Fox nuclear power 
plant plann^ near Inola, and to celebrate the decision in favor of the 
former nuclear worker.

The Sunbelt Alliance, an anti-nuclear group, sponsored the rally. The 
group listened to Bill Davis of the S i lk w ^  litigation team and alliance 
member Jack Hachmeister praise Friday's federal court decision in 
Oklahoma City.

“ It vindicates Karen Silkwood and it vindicates the power of truth,”  
Davis said. " I t  proves the power of the little people in speaking out 
against the most powerful group in the world — the government and the 
corporations.”

However, an appeal to the 10th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in Denver 
is already being planned. At the end of the 52-day trial the Jury found 
Kerr-McGee negligent in Miss Silkwood's contamination wMcj{bltoni-
um.

Following the decision U.S. District Judge Frank Ttieis of WichiU, 
Kan., delayed a formal verdict at the request of Kerr-McGee attorneys. 
He also allowed the corporation’s lawyers time to file motions seeking a 
new trial.

The award amounted to $505,000 In actual damages and $10 million in 
punitive damages. The damages were the first in the nation to be 
awarded in a federal court for radioa'ctive contamination outside a 
nuclear facility.

Filed by Miss Silkwood’s survivors, for her three children, the suit 
stemmed from her plutonium contamination in 1974. She worked in 
Kerr-McGee’s nuclear j^ant in Crescent, Okla., at the time. Testimony 
revealed she was an Atomic Worker’s Union activist and had been trying 
to gather evidence of unsafe working conditions at the plant.

Kerr-McGee alleged during the trial that Miss Silkwood’s negligence 
resulted in her conUmination and she m iy  have contaminated herself

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (A P ) — Attorneys for two condemned killers, 

whose scheduled executions are just two days away, were taking appeals 
to the courts today in efforts to save their clients from Florida's electric- 
chair.

David Kendall, attorney for John Spenkelink, 30, said he had filed a 
motion to vacate his client’s death sentence. He planned to go before the 
Florida Supreme Court today to ask justices to hear the appeal.

Robert Harper Jr., attorney for Willie Jasper Darden Jr., 45, said he 
would ask a federal court to stop Darden's execution until further ap­
peals could be handled in state courts. Harper also planned to ask the trial 
Judge to review the conviction.

Gov. Bub Graham signed death warrants for the two inmates Friday. 
He defended his action Sunday, telling reporters that the days since he 
signed the death warrants had been “ extremely difficult”  for him, but he 
felt he did the right thing.

“ I ’m convinc^ there will be less brutality in our society if it is made 
clear that we value human life. It will take this kind of step,”  he said.

Graham said he hoped his action would “ cause somber reflcH-tiun on 
the death penalty instead of an emotional reaction.”

As he spoke, hundreds of protesters gathered on the steps of the state 
Capitol to hear an emotional address by Spenkelink’s 67-year-old mother, 
who lives II miles from the prison where her son has been held since 
1973.

Lois Spenkelink had wanted to talk with Graham or his wife in a personal 
appeal to stop the executions, but the governor's legal coun.sel, Robin Gib­
son, said that would be impossible.

Graham, however, told reporters that he was unaware Mrs. Spenkelink 
had gone to Tallahassee to see him. He was away from the capital to 
deliver a commencement address at Stetson University in DeLand.

Mrs. Spenkelink told an estimated 500 demonstrators that capital pun­
ishment should be outlawed.

Several members of the audience dabbed tears from their eyes as the 
white-haired widow spoke, leaning on a cane and clutching a list of 
prayers.

“ We’ re all in society and if we let a person be killed, we're all guilty,”  she 
said. “ What I ask for my son, I ask for everybody"

Darden's attorney, Robert Harper 
of Gainesville, Fla., has said he'll ask 
for a delay in the execution today on 
the basis that further appeals are 
available.

“ I hope and trust the Lord that He 
will spare his life,”  the elder Darden 
said .Sunday at his home outside Wal­
stonburg in Greene Ckiunty, in East­
ern North Carolina.

Darden, 45, was convicted in 1974 of 
killing Carl Turman, a furniture store 
owner, during a robbery in Lakeland, 
Fla. Witnesses testified that he shot 
'Turman between the eyes, then fired 
a crippling shot at 16-year-old Phillip 
Arnold.

The elder Darden said his son has 
told him several times, “ Dad, I didn't 
do It.”

“ I never knew him to do nothing

like that, but if somebody jumped on 
him, he would get them off. As far as 
killing .somebody ... I never knew him 
to do anything like that,”  Darden said 
of his son.

“ I and his mother were very reli­
gious.”  said the elder Darden, a trust­
ee of Missionary Baptist Church near 
his home. “ Before his mother died, 
we always carried him to church in 
Walstonburg.”

During a telephone call last year — 
the only spoken communication be­
tween the two in years — “ He told me 
he was writing a book about the Lord, 
and I told him, ‘That's good, keep on 
doing it.” '

His son was sentenced to training 
school in North Carolina when he was 
18 “ for stealing a pocketbook or some­
thing like that,”  Darden said.

“ He moved from pillar to post and 
obviously felt like an outcast. He 
began taking things, sometimes food 
an^ money, during high school,”  said 
Leathe Speight of Wilson, a cousin 
who receives letters from the younger 
Darden and reads them to his fa­
ther.

The letters come infrequently, and 
the elder Darden said he was read the 
last one two months ago. “ He has told 
me a few times that he believes the 
Lord is going to spare him,”  he said.

Javits gets police guard 
after threats by Iran

NEW YORK (A P ) — Sen. Jacob K. 
Javits has been assigned a 24-hour 
police guard at his Manhattan apart­
ment building fo llow ing threats 
against him and his wife by the Irani­
an government, police said.

The Republican senator from New 
York was the sponsor of a U.S. resolu­
tion criticizing the firing squad exe­
cutions of more than 200 persons over 
the last three months in Iran by the 
new revolutionary government.

“ He (Javits) c a lM  us and told us of 
the threat! we contacted the State 
Department and they asked us to put 
someone on it,”  New York Police Lt. 
Terrance Geil said.

The measure was only temporary 
and was to be re-evaluated later 
today, Geil said.

Javits could not immediately be 
reached for comment.

^Javits’ resolution condemned the 
executions by Iran’s new government 
and said that U.S.-Iranian relations

would be endangered if they contin­
ued.

Following pa.ssage of the Senate 
resolution last Thursday, Ayatollah 
Ruhollah Khomeini — the Shiite Mos­
lem leader of the revolution that oust­
ed Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi’s 
reg im e last February — blasted 
Javits, his resolution and the United 
States.

Javits, the ranking Republican on 
the Senate Foreign Relations Com­
mittee, and his wife, Marion, were 
also summoned to appear before a 
revolutionary court in Iran, The New 
York Times quoted Iranian television 
as saying.

The charges against the senator 
were not spelled out, but presumably 
they stemmed from Mrs. Javits re­
ceiving close to $70,000 in 1976 for 
helping a firm get a public relations 
contract with Iran Air. Her husband 
was a top member of the Foreign 
Relations Committee at the time.
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Eight hostages 
escape embassy

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador (A P ) — Venezue­
la ’s ambassador and seven other hostages escaped
Sunday night from the anti-government rebels who 
held them captive since May II in the Venezueian
Embassy here, police said today.

The daring, two-wave escape left the nine rebels, 
armed with pistols, alone in the building. Reporters
at the scene said police did not a p p e ir  to be 
making any preparations to go In after the gun­
men.

Ambassador Santiago Ochoa said his military 
attache and two other embassy employees stayed 
behind In the building to “ guarantee the sovereignty 
of Venezuelan territory”  when he and four others 
made their getaway Sunday night.

Police said those who had stayed behind, escaped 
•evtral hours later. No other details were Immedi­
ately known.

Ochoa taM-naithor be nor. the others had been 
mistreated during the siege, which began when 
members of the leftist Popular Revolutionary Bloc 
marched In and took over the embassy.

Members of the bloc are also holding the French 
Ambassador Michel Dondenne, and five other hos­
tages at the French Embassy, which was occu- 
p M  May 4, and they control a number of Roman 
Catholic churches across this tiny Central American 
nation. They are demanding the military govern­
ment free five of their leaders. Two men were 
released, but authorities claim the others are not in 
government hands.

Ochoa said his wife set the stage for the escape by 
smuggling a small pistol to the hostages Sunday 
afternoon, apparently sending it in with the trays 
of food passed inside through an embassy window.

Once they had the gun, he said, the attache broke 
down the door of a rear office with access to the 
outside. All the hostages scrambled in and barri­
caded the door to keep their captors out. 

theThen, with the attache shouting through the door to 
distract the militants, the ambassador and four of 
the hostages climbed out a. side window of the
single-story building, pulled them.selves to the roof 
and fled. Police said the last three hostages used the
same escape route.

Ochoa said the hostages began planning the escape 
after their captors demanded to search confidential 
embassy flies.

“ I reftised to let them search the flies and said we 
had been humiliated enough already,”  he told re­
porters.

The ambassador said his captors earlier broke a 
gentleman's agreement they made five days ago by 
taking back the ammunition fur their pistols that 
they had turned over to the ambassador in exchange 
for food from the outside.

The militants are now walling fur leaders of the 
bloc and representatives of the R<*d Cross to discuss 
■ possible end of the embassy takeover, the ambas­
sador said. A Red Cross official said the bloc leader 
rould not be immediately located and talks prob­
ably would begin this morning

One group of rebels, which took over the Costa 
Rican Embassy on May 4, left .San .Salvador for 
asylum in Costa Rica a fterlheir hostages escaped 
three days later.

INDIANAPOLIS (A P ) — With a 

final flurry of bumping and prote.st- 
ing, the field is set — maybe — for 
Sunday’s 63rd Indianapolis 500, which 
may become known as the most con­
fusing spectacle in auto racing.

The last weekend of time trials 
productKl excitement, when a record 
11 cars were bumpt^d from the field by 
faster competitors; controversy, 
when a cheating scandal spread 
through Gasoline Alley involving new 
power restrictions; and anger, when 
four qualification runs were disal­
lowed for rules infractions.

At day’s end, the race billed as the 
world's richest purse also faced the 
prospect of being the world's most 
litigated.

^ ven  protests were filed, mostly 
against a last-day rules change on the 
power restrictions, and one driver 
threatened court action to throw the 
whole lineup out and start over again

with less than a Meek until race day. 
All that Came just two weeks after the 
rival Championship Auto Racing 
Teams, representing most of the 
sport's big names, went to court to 
overcome the sanctioning U.S. Auto 
Club’s rejection of t9 entries.

Ix)st in the confusion was the fact 
that the 33-car starting grid as finally 
completed is the most competitive in 
years, with an average speed of 
186.771 mph, 24 cars between 184 and 
186, and less than 10 mph separating 
the fastest and the slowest. It has just 
one first-time starter, veteran road 
racer Howdy Holmes, and five former 
winners, including four time cham­
pion A.J. Foyt, three lime winner AI 
Unser, and Bobby Unser, Johnny 
Rutherford and Gordon Johncock.

It doesn't necessarily have the 33

Gasoline lines

PUERTO ARMUELLE.S, Panama 
(A P ) — Panama has opened a 660 
million petroleum terminal designed 
to move 500.000 barrels of Alaska 
crude oil daily through the Panama 
Canal and on to East Coast refin­
eries

The terminal, located on a stretch 
of the undeveloped Pacific Coast 300 
miles west of the canal and five miles 
east of the Costa Rican border, will 
transfer oil from supertankers to 
smaller ships able to pass through the 
canal They will go around the Azuero 
Peninsula and into the Gulf of Pana­
ma to enter the canal

Officials said the terminal, inau­
gurated Friday, eliminates the need 
for the more risky at-sea transfers 
which have been used since the Alas­
ka pipeline opened.

Three U.S. companies — Northville 
Industries Corp. of Long Island, N.Y.; 
Tellepsen-Wallace of Houston, Texas, 
and Chicago Bridge and Iron o f Chi­
cago. constructed the terminal on 200 
acres donated by the Panamanian 
government in return for a 25 percent 
share of the profits.

Officials of the company operating 
the terminal said shippers will pay 15 
cents a barrel for using the facility. 
That will earn the Panamanian gov­
ernment an estimated 615 million an­
nually and the Panama Canal an ad­
ditional 630 million a year in tanker 
tolls.

The United States is to turn the 
canal over to Panama by the year 
2000

Gas line.s grew at East Coast ser­
vice stations, imitating the parade of 
cars that has become a way of life for 
West Coast drivers.

Motorists in many of the nation’s 
metropolitan areas Sunday found 
only 10 percent to 40 percent of the gas 
stations open, and many of those li­
miting purchases to srve fuel for the 
upcoming Memorial Day weekend.

“ The situation's a little grimmer 
than I'd say for publication," said an 
Ohio oil industry spokesman who 
asked not to be identified.

"The feeling around here is that 
around Thursday or Friday all hell 
could break loo.se. The last four days 
of the month are looking g r im "

In Connecticut, lines of 80 to 100 
cars and waits of 1H hours or more 
were reported along the heavily-trav­
eled Connecticut Turnpike. Police 
went to a Brideport, Conn., service 
station three times Sunday respond­
ing to attendants' complaints that 
drivers were threatening them with 
bodily harm. There were no arrests.

Californians found little evidence 
that Gov. Edmund Brown Jr.’ s order 
for stations to stay open had produced 
the desired results. Weekend closings 
topped 90 percent in the state's urban 
areas, though reports before the 
weekend indicated 23 percent of all 
stations would'stay open Sunday.

And the crunch began to show itself 
in other parts of the country:

—In Albuquerque, N.M., the man­
ager of one service station discovered 
over the weekend that 900 gallons of 
gasoline were missing.

—A New Orleans station manager 
estimated he lost 63,000 after two men 
allegedly sold his gas for 63 a tank­
ful

—Independent truckers protesting 
the high cost of fuel stopped traffic for 
about half an hour before officials 
persuaded them to move their rigs 
from interstates 80 and 280 near Dav­
enport. Iowa.

— Business„was down at some 
motels in Colorado's Pikes Peak area, 
but tourism seemed to have in­
creased. “ A lot of tourists have the 
attitude that if they are going to go, 
they better go now,”  said Tom Mar­
shall, regional director of the Ameri­
can Automobile Association.

—Exxon’s chief executive officer, 
Clifton C. Garvin, charged that gaso­
line is in short supply in California 
and other Western states not because 
those states are getting less, but be­
cause their drivers are asking for 
more.

Meanwhile, (Georgia stations were 
stockpiling extra gasoline for the holi­
day weekend, said Jack Houston, 
president of the Georgia Association 
of Petroleum Retailers. He said some 
suppliers were delaying deliveries to 
make sure fuel was available for the 
holiday.

AAA officials in Texas predicted a 
dry holiday weekend in that state. But 
tourism officials said no one was sure 
what would happen.

In the Northeast, rainy weather 
kept down the weekend demand for 
gasoline in New Jersey and New 
York, leading officials to predict sup-

When the markup regulations were 

set in March 1974, the average margin 
was 10.8 cents a gallon, about 37 
percent of the wholesale price. The 
average margin then was higher than 
now because of the spread of cheaper 
self-service gas stations in the past 
five years.

Dealers complain that inflation 
since the markup rules went into ef­
fect has made the system obsolete.

“ Gasoline retailers are laboring 
today under federal price ceilings 
that have not been basically changed 
in more than five years, although the 
cost of living has risen more than 50 
percent in that tim e,”  said Mark 
Emond, editor of the Lundberg Let­
ter, a Los Angeles-based newsletter 
that covers the industry. “ It’s not 
surprising that retailers are request­
ing relief and the government is con­
sidering giving it.”

According to the Lundberg Letter 
and other industry sources, the gov­
ernment is considering four plans for 
changing the margin, each of which 
would mean higher prices for con­
sumers at the pump.

One would add 3.4 cents to the 
current margin, thus adding 3.4 cents

to the price of a gallon of gasoline to 
the consumer. Some segments of the 
industry oppose this, saying that in­
flation will render it obsolete in a 
couple of years and force another 
change.

Two other plans, closely related, 
would set markups at 25 percent of 
the wholesale price or, in the second 
plan, at 30 percent for full-service 
dealers and 20 percent for self-service 
dealers, recognizing the lower costs of 
self-service stations. Either of these 
plans would boost consumer prices 
about 4.5 cents a gallon.

Percentage markups are favored 
by many dealer groups because they 
would keep up with inflation, although 
some government officials oppose the 
idea l^cause it could contribute to 
inflation.

The fourth plan under consideration 
by DOE would put a flat 15 cent per 
gallon markup on all dealers. This 
plan is favored by regulators because 
it is easier to enforce, and it could 
force some dealers in areas where 
operatihg costs are high to roll back 
their prices. A flat 15-cent margii) 
would add about 5.4 cents to the price 
of a gallon of gasoline on average 
nationwide.

M arket says U.S. must cut
PARIS (A P ) — The European 

Common Market accused the United 
States today of failing to cut oil con­
sumption and warned that the world’s 
economy cannot sustain America's oil 
import level much longer.

Guido Brunner, energy commis­
sioner o f the European Economie 
Community—the Common M arket- 
told ministers of 20 Western industrial 
nations gathered here to discuss en­
ergy that the world economy would be 
unable “ to sustain American oil im­
ports at the present magnitude.”  

Laying down the nine-m ember 
EEC's position in a bluntly worded 
speech, Brunner attacked the U.S.

Congress for rejecting President 
Carter’s fuel rationing program.

He said that unless Congress is 
capable of adopting ah emergency 
program, “ Americans will continue 
to mislead themselves about the true 
energy situation, and to consume 
twice as much per person as Europe­
ans.”  '

However, latest figures released by 
the Organization for Economic Coop­
eration and Development, a 24-coun­
try study group based in Paris, show 
that American oil consumption went 
up 4.1 percent in the 12 month period 
ending last February — less thati 
EEC members France, 4.2 ^rcent, 
Italy, 6.8 and Britain, 6.1.

Erobably even more 
armful.

other products may be 
found to be equally 
dangerous?—George 

Dear  G eo rge : Un­
fortunately, that is a 
p o a s i b i l l t y .  Recent  
research seems to sug­
gest that fiberglass dust 
may harm lung tissue. 
Fiberglass is widely used 
aa an Insulating material.

Dr. Tstsuo Sano of 
Japan has reported that 
he examined a group of 20 
workers who had been 
h ea v i l y  exposed to 
fiberglass dust between 
1B70 and 1173. Of the 20. 
seven were found on X- 
rays to have pneu- 
moconi oa i s ,  a lung 
disease. However. Dr. 
Margaret Sloan of the Na­
tional Cancer^ Institute 
says there is as yet no in- 
dkatlon of aa association 
with lung cancer.

There is concern be­
cause of the rapid devel­
opment of lung problems 
in the group of workers 
s t ud i ed .  The  f i n d ­
ings are characteristic of 
asbestos eiposure. but 
are occurring much more 
quickly. It is usually 20 to 
M years after exposure to 
aabestos that cancer 
shows up.

Dr. Irving Selikoff, who 
beads the environmental 
aciences laboratory at the 
M t. Sinai School of 
Medicine, says that the 
Japanese findings worry 
him. Dr. Selikoff is a 
l e a d i n g  e x p e r t  on 
asbestos disease and is 
currently studying a 
small group of fiberglass 
workers to determine if 
they are la any danger 
from the material they 
handle.

Other studies of the 
problem also are under 
w a y .  Some  i nvo l ve  
l a b o r a t o r y  animals,  
w h i l e  o t h e r s  a r e  
retrospective studies on

firoupa of workers in 
Iberglats plants.

Dear Dr. Solomon; My 
husband has been told he 
has angina pectoris, and 
the doctor prescribed 
pills for him to take when 
he has an attack What is 
the significance of this 
condition, and what is the 
outlook for a person with 
it? -M rs  M L.

Dear Mrs. L.: Angina 
p e c t o r i s  r e f e r s  to 
episodes of chest pain 
which occur when the 
heart does not receive 
sufficient oxygen. The 
pain usually can be 
r e l i e v e d  w i t h  
nitroglycerin or other 
drugs that increase the 
blood supply to the heart, 
or reduce the workload of 
the heart and. therefore, 
the amount of oxygen it 
requires. The important 
thing to learn is how to 
avoid attacks without a 
major interference with 
one's lifestyle It is also 
essential to know the 
characteristics of a real 
heart attack, which re­

quires prompt medical 
attention.

Most  people  with 
angina pectoris respond 
to medical treatment. 
For those who do not. a 
surgical technique, cor­
onary artery bypass, has 
come into wide use in re­
cent years. The operation 
involves the use of blood 
vessels from other parts 
of the body to construct 
detours through which 
the blood can bypass nar­
rowed portions of cor­
onary arteries. It is 
estimated that more than 
70,000 such operations are 
performed each year.

Ano t he r  dep i c t s  a 
healthy young man with 
beard and shoulder-  
length hair scything gar­
den weeds. He iooks like 
a graduate of the 1960s 
back-to-the-land move­
ment, and indeed, the 
post card’s message is; 
“ Sun, Ear th,  Work,  
Peace.”

World War I made the 
post card a propaganda 
tool. Kaiser Wiiheim was 
pictured entwined in 
snakes.

There were post cards 
which, pasted together, 
formed lifesize portraits 
of Napoleon Bonaparte.

Another vogue was the 
ser i es o f  post cards 
which told a story. These 
ranged from simple boy- 
meets-girl yarns to the

1890s’ trial of army cap­
tain Alfred Dreyfus, an 
espionage case with anti- 
Semitic overtones that 
became a sort of French 
Watergate.

There were post cards 
for the social conscience 
— breadlines in 1906, 
street demonstrations in 
1910 — and others por­
traying Mata Hari doing 
a belly dance.

The great poster de­
signers did not disdain 
the post card as an art 
f o rm,  and ca rds  by 
Al f ons Mucha,  Jutes 
Cheret  and Leonet to  
Cappiello sell today to 
collectors for hundreds 
of dollars each.

The French remain 
avid senders, as well as 
collectors, of post cards. 
The exhibit includes a 
model o f a bistro be­
decked with the 200 post 
cards the owner receives 
every summer from her 
vacationing customers.
