Area Ranchers Watch White’s Freeze Branding

The corrals atthe famed Yel-
lowhouse Ranch near Littlefield
were crowded with area ran-
chers and cattlemen Tuesday
morning, as cattle branding took
on & new look,

There were no fires and no
hot branding irons--only a
small bucket filled with dry
lce and alcohol. A copper
branding iron of the reknown
“Bar F'" brand was held in
the solution, and then applied |
to the clipped area on the side
of a calf by George White, own=-
er of the ranch,

The result-~the brand was
‘“Yrozen'' onto the animal's
hide,

Some old cattlemen stroked |
their chins and commented on
the modern branding method,

some nodded their heads in ap=-

proval and some shook thelr
heads in doubt as to the val-

idicy of the method,

But all were impressed, as
about 130 calves received the
“Bar F'" brand with an iron
that had been cooled to 95
degrees below zero,

White had tried the experi~
ment earlier in the year and
was impressed with the re-
sults, He had several calves
in & pen for visitors to look
at, On the calves was the
ranch's brand in white,

““This method doesn’thurtthe
animals like hot iron branding
dogs,"’ White said, *"They hard-
ly feel the freeze brand, i
they feel it at all,"*

White said the freeze brand
will last the animal's life and
show up much better, even when
a long coat of hair is grown,
The freeze branding kills the
skin pigments where it is ap-
plied and turns white, and will
remain white, even as the long
hair covers the area, for the
hair growing out of the brand
also 15 white,

White posed for newsmen and
photographers and branded sev<
eral calves, '‘There's nothing
to it," he said,

Following a joint meeting of
the Lirtlefield Industrial Cor-
poration, and the Industrial De-
velopment Committee of the Lit-
tlefield Chamber of Commerce,
the board of directors of the
Industrial Corporation voted to

launch a campaign to sell some
$134,000 In corporate stock to
raise the money needed to assis{
industry in locating in Little-
fleld,

The money raised will be used
to install urllities, sewer, and
paving, on and to the site selec-
ted by the industrial prospect.
The installation of the water and
sewer, or septic tank is expect-
ed to cost close to $20,000,
Installation of the other utiliti-
es will be done at no cost to
the Industrial Corporation, or
the ciry.

The action of the board was
prompted by the announcement
that progress with one indus-

| trial prospect has now reached

the negotions stage, and an ann-
ouncement of this company’s in-
tent to construct a plant in Lir=
tlefield is expected in a few
weeks,

Jack Wicker, president of the
Lirtlefleld Industrial Corporat-
lon sald the prospective Indus-
try officials had agreed with
most of the details of Little=-
field’s proposal and they planned
to make a public announcement
shortly, as Soon as a few addi-
tional details are worked out,

While the prospective indus-
try will employ only 25 people,
the company plans to locate its
plant on & 10 acre section of the
industrial tract, so as to have
room for future growth,

Another beneficial aspecr of
the prospect is his snnounce=-
ment that the product his come-
pany will manufacture will use
Lamb County cotton, providing
still another market for the
area's raw materials,

The Industrial Corporation
currently has a little over
$60,000 on hand Wicker said,
which s in addition to the val-
ue of the 30 acre industrial tract,
but, according to the corporarion
president it will be necessary
o raise an additional $50,000
in cash and to secure pledges
for another $100,000,

The Chamber of Commerce
and the Industrial Corporation
is exploring the possibility of
having the majority of the fine
ancing done through the Small
Business Administration which
has funds available for indus-
trial expansion, However, toqu-
alify for the SBA money it is
necessary that the local comme
unity put up 20 percent of the
amount required, which in the
case of the current prospect
$350,000 would be required for
the complete installation,

“*We are fortunate, in thecupr-
rent case of financing, thar the
prospective industry has not
asked the community to give
his company anything, all our
dealings to date have been on a
business basis, and what we will
be doing is loaning the money
to this industry,” Wicker stat-
ed,

SELL STOCK

Wednesday morning a com-
mittee of nine Lirtlefield men,
charged with the responsibiliry
of raising the needed money,
met with the Industrial Corpor=-
ation Board to begin planning
how the money will be raised,

Committee Chairman Troy
Armes, who Is a past president
of the Corporation, said his
committee would begin a two
or three week drive to sell the
needed money by contacting re=-
sidents of the community and en-
couraging that they purchase
stock in the corporation, a
$25.00 per share, "The first
step will be to outline how much
is needed, who will be contact=

For example, Lyle sald a
pump discharging 400 gallons
per minute with a rotal pumping
head of 130 feet would produce
13.1 water horsepower,

If the fuel used is natural gas
and the pumping plant Is 75
percent efficient, Lyle says the
fuel consumption for one hour

should be about 197 cublc feet, |

(Nebraska says 1,000 cubic feet
of gas produces 66,7 whp-hr,
13,1/66,7 x 1000 equals 197 cu=
bic feet)

If the actusl fuel consumption
is 400 cubic feet per hour, the
plant is about half as efficient
as it should be or about 37
percent efficient, Lyle said,

“In a case llke this,'"” he
says, "‘you would be losing about
50 cents of every dollar towas-
ted fuel'

The farmer with a highly in-
efficlent pump should consult his
pump dealer, Lyle says. The
dealer may suggest replacing or
modifying the pumping plant 8o
it will be berter matched to
the situation,

After visiting the dealer, the
farmer can decide if the invest-
ment will be justified in the long

run by decreased pumping cost, |

Lyle believes many farmers
will find that they can lower their
overall irrigation expenses with
berter designed pumping Sys=
tems,

e majority of back troubles
