Men and guns poured through the Belfort Gap after the
French First army, which captured Belfort in the greatest
breakthrough since Normandy, reached the Rhine at three
places and unhinged the southern end of the enemy line.

Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower declared his intention of in-
creasing pressure steadily all along the western front until
German resistance was crushed.

On the northern wing of the invasion of Germany, Ameri-
| cans and British edged forward against bitter resistance on the
 Cologne plain; in the center the U. S. Third army knifed east-
ward toward the Saar from Metz; farther south the Seventh
| army drove against broken resistance on Sarrebourg, and the
Germans said there was fighting in the streets of that city, 32
{miles from the Rhone

British troops on the left flank of the Allied invasion of Ger-
many drove three and one-half miles ncrtheast of captured
Geilenkirchen and almost to the outskirts of Wurm.

South of the British drive the Germans threw 20 to 30 tanks
against U. S. Ninth army units at Schleiden, seven miles south-
east of Geilenkirchen. The blow was repulsed and the Amer-
