Sales in Mitchell Cou-
nty were at an all time
high for the month of
July through September
period during the third
quarter of 1978, a cord-
ing to a sales tax analy-
sis by the state comptro-
ller’s office.

109 the same quarter in
1977. Sales for the sec-
ond period of 1978 were
slightly higher, $10,635,-
055.

The highest sales le-
vel usually comes in the
fourth quarter during
the Christmas Shopping
time, October through
December.

The state comptrol-
ler’s office reported that
there were 184 reporting

Outlets in Mitchell Cou-
nty during the third per-
iod of 1978 reporting the
total sales of $9,920,691
of which $3,790,438 was
subject to sales tax.

Nolan County (Sweet-
water & Roscoe) during
the same period had 386
reporting outlets with
gross sales of $44,004,997
of which $12,374,793 was
subject to sales tax.

Howard County (Big

827 reporting  outlets
with gross sales of $213,-

tax.

Runnels County (Bal-

SBA Loan Program

Is Ready For Farmers

““This program
doesn’t take the place of
a bank or savings and
loan and it is not in com-
petition with them,”
stated Bill Webb, small
business administration
representative from
Lubbock as he explain-
ed the SBA’s physical
disaster loan program
Thursday.

Webb was speaking at
at meeting sponsored by
the Agricultural Stabili-
zation Conservation Ser-
vice at the C.C. Thomp-
son Room.

He went on to add that
the program is a one
shot deal designed to
help farmers and ranch-
ers who suffered finan-
cial hardship because of
drought losses on 1978
crops get back on an
even keel.

Webb went into some
detail about the pro-
gram for which applica-
tion must be made to the
SBA by March 6, 1979.

He stated that the
loans were based on loss
in yield and that the
interest rate for the first

$250,000 was three per
cent. The interest rate
for any amount beyond
$250,000 is 6.58 per cent.

The SBA representa-
tive went on to say that
repayment time on the
loan was based on the
person’s ability to pay
and that payments were
geared to however the
person could handle
them. He went on to add
that the average pay-
ment time was eight to
12 years.

Webb also stated,
however, that if you do
receive a loan, ‘“You

_will be held accountable

for the money you re-
celve in a crop year. '
He also added, ‘‘The
SBA has to have collate-
ral on the loan.”

Webb finally said that
the entire amount of an
SBA loan may be used
for operational or living
expenses and that up to
50 per cent of the loan
may be used to pay off
old loans. He also said
that the SBA loan may
not be used to refinance
a Farmer’s Home Ad-

ministration or other
United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture
loan however.

The representative
passed out the loan ap-
plication forms at the
meeting and went into
some detail explaining
the proper procedure
for filling them out.
