‘est challenge—to keep our country and our Hves
bound closely to the Divine guidance which has
made possible the many things for which we can be
thankful today.

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Census To Seek
The Answers To
Many Questions

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20 (& —
The questions to be asked In the
1940 census, soon to be shown to
the public in a personal sort of
way, will pry into corners of Amer-
jean life that have never been fully
explored.

In addition to the time-worn job
of finding out how many persons
live In the United States, and
where—go that each state will
know how many members of con-
gress it Is entitled to—the census
will ask a group of questions whose
anawers will be pleced into a Mo-
saic of social conditions.

A few of the new toplcs are: .

Whether homes are owned or
rented and thelr value,

School attendance and the high-
esl grade completed.

The citizenship of foreign
residents.

Changes of residence In the last
five years,

Whether persons have jobs, are
sceking jobs, and If not, why not;
if they are looking for jobs, how
long they have been out of work:
if they have jobs, what are they
working at,

Thelr salaries, wages or income,
and the source,

What persons have soclal securl-
ty mccounts and the proportion of
their wages or salary subject to
tax.

Besides fhis material, which wil
furnish the meat for economists
to feed upon for a decade, a sep-
arale list of questions |s belng pre-
pared for'a housing census.
These, too, are virtually in final
form, but no money has yet been
provided for the survey.

This study, if made, will provide
a complete pleture of living condi-
tions, asking such questions as:

Where and what kind of houses
do Americans live in?

When were they buillt and are
repalrs needed.

What kind of water supply,
tollets and bathing facilities do
they bhave?
