Woolf appears to identify herself,
although with reservations.In the
end it concludes that women can
best, advance tho causes dear to
them, and their own position as
well, by remaining outside the so-

cial framework erected (as she
feels) exclusively by men.

For air ""the clever writing and
blind reasoning,this reader found
himself unable to agree. Mrs.
Woolf does not. reason with in
variable logic. She reasonsfrom
positions' chosen in advance be-

cause they will work out as she
wishes, it seems. She does not ex
amine carefully the fields she
touchesupon, and one cannot es--
capo feeling at times that this, too,
Is deliberate forMrs. Woolf is a
briliiant woman, and except when
her gift for plaguing her antagon
ists gets the betterof her balance,
she Is an effectiveadvocateas well
as a masterof prose,

Wherefore it may be doubted
that "Three Guineas" succeeds
completely, though in Tcbuttal it
must be said that in England the
"conditions" of women may really
bo as tragic as Mrs. Woolf main-
tains. One hopesi)ot. ,, , .

ting up barriers to commerce among
tla states.

Follow The Leader
California with plenty of wine to

sell, soon saw a warning light and
repealed Its law, but the seedwas
sown. Other statesbegan taking It
up. Indiana Imposed a $1,500 special
tax on wholesalerswho Imported

te beer, and Minnesota
addedsoma flourishes by prohibit--'

lng Import of hard liquor unless It
was either a patentedbrand or had
been in Minnesota af
ter Importation.

The Minnesota' law came quickly
to the SupremeCourt and brought
out one of the strangestcolloquies
the Supreme Court has heard In
days. The following quotations are
not exact but the substance is
there:

"Minnesota argues," said the
state attorney general In effect.
"that It .may Impose any terms it
chooses upon the.. Importation of
liquor and It will be constitutional
under the 21st amendment.''
- "Do 'you mean," askedChief Jus-
tice Hughes In effect, "that If Min-
nesotasays that liquor
may be Imported only by people
who wear a certain kind of clothes,
such legislation will be valid? Let
me put it another way. Do you
mean that the state could'enact a
law permitting' Importation of li
quor- - only by-tho- se, wno,(voiea a
certainway, and it would be valid?"

The state attorney general
thought that one' over--,for"- 'a long
moment, then answered: "Yes."

And what happened? The Su
preme Court upheld the 'Minnesota
law.' '
Confusion Confounded

But the thing has now become
even more entangled.Missouri evi
dently tired of --having its liquor
shut .out of state after state. Mis-

souri makes several prominent
brandsof beer. So It said. In effect,
that any state which enacts legis-
lation discriminating against Mis-

souri liquor can't ship its liquor
Into Missouri. Michigan enacted
similar law.

Immediately five prominent dis-

tilleries, including the big Schenlcy
outfit, .brought suit against Mis-

souri to' test the constitutionality
of such a law. The Indianapolis
Brewing companybrought similar
suit against tho Michigan' liquor
commission.

Lower federal courtshave upheld
both the Michigan and Missouri
acts and the liquor makers have
appealed to the Supremo Court.
