British Forelgn Seeretary Ernest
Bevin, was expected to press Rus-
sian demands that British trooos
be withdrawn from Greece.
Most delegates minimized the
chances of a compromise on the
dispute, particularly in view of re-
newed atlacks on Britain over the
weekend by the Moscow radio and
various Soviet publications. Bevin
had asserted Friday that the Mos-
cow radio’s “incessant ‘attacks”
were endangering world peace.
As soon as the council finishes
discussion of the Greek dispute, it
will turft to_another controversial
question—a request by the Soviet
Ukraine for investigation of the
presence. of British troops in In-
donesia.
The Moscow radio, meanwhile,
asserted that “monarchist-fascist
elements in Greece, encouraged by
the presence of foreign troops, are
contPmplating some political ad-
ventures against their nelghbors.”
The broadcast, quoting from the
semi-monthly Moscow magazine
New Times, said “the continuation
of the reactionary regime %in
Greece, guarded by foreign bayo-

Not only is time saved by the
new method, but quick-frozen
shrimp, unlike those frozen in the
old manner, retain almost perfect-
ly the taste of fresh ones. Mr.
Lebeaux pronounced them as good
as fresh shrimp—and, perhaps, bet-
ter. (»

The quick-frozen shrimp will be
a boon in the kitchen, since it is
not necessary to defrost them be-
fore they can be separated. The
shrimp are frozen individually and
stay that way in the carton, so that
they can be picked out one by one.

The stride forward in refrigera-
tion is applicable not only to sea
food. Mr. Lebeaux says that peas
can be frozen for packaging in 30
seconds, and other vegetables and

fruits just as fast in proportion to!

their size.

The quick-freezing machine is
very small. It is run by an elec-
tric motor and consists principally
of a horizontal tank, open on top
at both ends and enclosed in the

middie;, a screw conveyor in the|

covered part of the tank, and re-
frigeration appasatus.

This machine, employing a poly-
phase freezing solution developed
at the university, freezes shrimp
for packaging in less than six
minutes, compared with two and
one half to nine hours required in
commercial methods now in use.

The machine used in Galveston
is being removed to Port Aransas
where crab meat will be the sub-
ject of furth&r experimentation.

But he has
no plans for the future.

turn the show over to the filibus-
ter boys. w

They didn't waste any time dem-
onstrating that they had a few
parliamentary cannon crackers of
their own.

With Sen. O'Danlel (D-Tex.) In
the chair, Sen. Mead (D-N.Y.) and
Sen. Eastland- (D-Miss.), arch foe
of FEPC, trad verbal one-two's
for minutes in an effort to gain
the fioor. Sen. O'Daniel gave the
deeision to his southern colleague.
Eastland ended debate for the day
by declaring he wanted it clearly
understood he would consent to
adjournment only if he would have
the floor the following morning,

It was another southern Sena-
tor, Overtor (D-La.) who put over
the first parliamentary punch for
the filibusterers.

Whén majority leader Barkley
opened the day's proceedings with
the customary request for unani-
mous consent to dispense with
