Many Texas Vets
Due to Receive

Checks Soon

| Washington, Dec. 20—A total of
£673,382 has been paid out thus
far in the state of Texas to settle
865 claims filed with the U. S.
War Claims Commission by for-
mer World War II prisoners of
war,civilian interneesg, or their de-

| pendent survivors.

| The commission reports that
| these are part of 13,441 claims

that have been settled with pay-
lmcnt of $9,024,000 throughout the
nation. An additional 13,000 claims
aggregating seven million dollars
’have been approved for payment,
{and the checks will roll out be-
for Christmas.

Adjudication of claims has now
reached a rate of 1,000 a week,
according to F. Byrne Austin, ex-
| ecutive director of the commission.
At that rate it is possible that the
ask can be completed in 1851.
To the persistent question “When
|do I get paid?” that comes from
| veterans who have not yet re-
| ceived their checks, Austin esti-
mates that those claims numbered

iunder 30,000 will be processed by
| January, those in the 55,000 se-
| ries by next June, and so on.
[ The claimant can figure out the
| approximate date he will be paid
by computing on the basis of 1,000
per week. By the beginning of this |
month, 26,000 claims had been |
approved and 500 rejected. If the!
claim is questioned for any rea-
son, the claimant receives a form
requesting the additional informa-
tion that is needed.

Of the 26,180 claims thus far
approved, 24,325 have been from
former prisoners of war who did
not receive proper food during
their internment; 398 went to sur-
vivors of prisoners of war; and
1,457 claims were from former
civilian internees or their surviv-
ors.
