2. at Troup,
began seven years ago, A eeries of ex-
perimente to determine what, It aniy,
difference there is In the producing
eapacity In pounds of Tint cotton per
acre, between the popular short staple
varieties like Half and Half, Cooks, ete
and a madlum Jong staple cottom re-
prosented by tha several varleties of
the Mebane, Rowden Lone Star and
Truett types,

Nineteen lots of the Mebanes
averaged, for the seven year perlod,
20.72 pounde of lint cotton per acre,
while the short staple varieties ylelded
for the same period, ahont one-twelfth
more _which consldering the higher
wvalue of the longer staple, s not noar-
iy emough difference In yield, to justl-
fy the growing of the short staple varl-
eties, undes present market éonditiona.

With this result in mind, the growers
of that section are eonslderlng means
o secoure the universal adopflom  of
e Tonger staple varleties. In  this
ecnnection, the Troup SBtation has
¥ound doring the past three years that
dcaln seems to he a promising variety
for that reglon and the staple s con-
sldered superior to the Mebane xtralns
This however, Iz not a concluslon as
tha test on Acala has only covered
three years, one of which was dry
and the other two very seasonable,
The showing was not good the dry
year, but quite satisfactory for the
two peasmable years.
