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rn<ttrotlng a rapid return on the part 
of the banks to a normal aclf auatainlna 
basis, 51 per cent of tho loans which 
they made from the Reconstruction 
Finance Corporation to tide them over 
the difficulties of the past two years 
hare been repaid by them, It la shown 
In a recent official report.

Tho R. F. C. report. Issued on March 
6, says that the Corporation since it  
began operations In Februarj’, 1932, 
had made aggregate cash advances to 
railroads, agricultural and home loan 
agencies, Insurance companies and va­
rious other institutions In the ar.iouaf 
of $4.786,410.009. Of this sum bank! 
and trust companies, to tho number of 
6.783. received actual cash advances of 
$1,320,540,000, but have already paid 
back $820,260,000, or 54 per cent. These 
figures are exclusive of $376,390.fC0 in 
loans authorized but withdrawn or not 
availed of by the banks.

Non-banking borrowers received R. 
F. C. advances in tho amount of $3,365,- 
S'0,000, and made repayments of $377,- 
830,000, or less than 12 per cent. Among 
other classes of financial Institutions 
reported as making high ratios of re­
payments are building and loan asso­
ciations which had received $114,020,- 
000 and have repaid $33,880,000, or over 
47 p-'r cent, and Insurance companies.

The  
W ar  department,  wishing to have Its 
whole series o f  Msgs designed In h a r­
mony anil in keeping with the finest 
standards of heraldry, has almost  e n ­
tirely remade that part  of  the army 
regulations prescribing the  designs and 
co lors  o f  the  arm y's  Mags.

S ta t s  F lags  Changad.
Fou rteen  sta tes  of  the  L'nion have 

changed their  Mags entirely, by legis­
lative a c t io n ;  In eighteen other sta les  
the  vagaries of embroidering designs 
upon flags have left  their  imprint In 
such a way as to c re a te  change by 
usage.

It has been said th a t  flags were di­
vinely o rd a ln e , ! ; that  when Jehovah 
made his covenant with mankind that 
all  flesh should never again be de- 
■troyei] by a flivud he sealed the 
pledge by unfurling acro ss  the heav­
ens th e  great  banner of  the  a g e s —the 
ra inbow Itself.

From  that  time forward men In turn 
have lifted up standards, emblems, and 
colors around which they have kindled 
their  tires of  patriotism, developed 
their  sen.se o f  loyalty to one another, 
anil bound theiiiselvt-s together with 
ties o f  nationality.

T h e  people o f  Nr.iel had their  sf.and- 
ards. We r,':id in Numhers:  ".\nd the 
l . o r l  sii.ihe unto Miisi's nnd iii f 'i  
Aaron, saving, livery m:in of the ( ’hll- 
ilreii of l-r.ii*l shall iiiteh (his teiM) 
by Ills own slan-Iard with the en-;gn 
of  their  fa th er 's  house."

,\s fa r  hack as v«» It. (\ the Persians 
revolteil against the tyranny of  a 
despotic ruler. It  w.is a good black- 
smith by the name of  Koali who led 
the  cause and Ills apron l)t>came the 
stamliird of  the revolt.

■\t the t im e of  Cyrus the Perslan.s 
used a white flag on which was a gold­
en eagle. T h e  Itonian republic bor­
rowed its  silver eagle, holding in Its 
ta lons the thunderbolts o f  Jove, from 
the Ktru.scans. Augustus lifted high 
a globe to commemorate his conquest 
o f  the  earth . Cor-staiitlne adopted the 
Cross to signalize his vision.

In Ancient Times.
T h e  early ( Jreeks had a piece of a r ­

mor on a s p e a r ;  the  Athenians used 
the  olive and the owl as their eiuhlem, 
and the T h eb an s  l if ted aloft  a sphinx.

T h e  efforts  o f  the people of America 
to  express their  sentim ents in flags con­
st i tu te  one of the romances o f  our 
history.

,4s the rising tide o f  resetitnient 
against Brit ish  ru le  swept the col­
onies. the  faith o f  the  people and their 
attitudes burgeoned forth on tlieir 
flags. New Kngland's protest was 
against the  Illegal a c ts  o f  the British 
ministry. I t  believed those acts would 
be repudiated hy the  king when he 
realized the  In justice  being done to 
his su bjects  In the colonies. T h ere­
fore,  Massacliu.setts petitioned the king 
to restore  her rights, opening her s ta te ­
ment of grievances with the phrase 
“ .\ppeallng to  Heaven for  the Justice  of 
our (3uuse." T h e  exiiresslon caught the 
lumglnution of the p eo p le ; the pine tree 
liecaiue their  symbol and "An Appeal 
to Heaven” their  motto.

Virginia born George Washington 
couipllmented the  New Fngland spirit 
by suggesting the  pine-tree flag and 
Its motto for  his cruisers ,  a series of 
seliooners transferred  from the nier- 
ehant f lw t to aid the  army arouud 
Boston.

T h e  southern colonies were In a 
mood o f  dellanee rather  than of  appeal 
to Ciiv’ and Ju s t ic e ,  and the  ra t t le ­
sn ak e  became the expression of  their 
kttitude toward the home government. 
“Don't T read  on M e" was th e  warning 
cDinniuiid on moat o f  the  ratt lesnake 
flags.

B u t  a s  war stepped In and drove 
Iieace away, most o f  the leaders hoped 
tu be able to show th e  king that  theirs

General Wiishitigton h lm -e lf  w.-i-, 
e,-ireful to ertiphii«:/.e In all his early 
utterafices a s  commander in ch ief  th.it 
It w .is s »  ir against  the niiii.stry and 
not iigilrist ttie sov**reign.

Deep coni-t>rn. therefore, was felt  
that a M ig shoiiM he made that  would 
proclaim at once loyalty to the crown 
anil resentment against the iiiinlstry

When General W.-nshington tieik eoni- 
mnnd of  tt.e Contitiental army at (.’sm- 
hrhlge. he found that the  divide,! loy- 
a l f ie ,  o f  tii.any flags made It ess«Mitlal to 
a he[e* of victory that the colonial 
utill.s iitnler him should be forge*! Info 
*)tie orgatilzatlon with .1 united outheik 
and contltieiitiil loyalty. His orders,  re­
ports. still le tters  from that t im e for- 
wanl eotit.'iined tiiany referen ces to the 
difllciilties encountere,!  In building up 
an army that woiilil ackmiwledge a sin­
gle flag, and in cotiihatitig the wrtin- 
glltigs nnd rivalrl,‘s In his existing 
fori'e. He rejiorted to the  ( 'ontinenta l  
congress that he found a widespread 
tinw-illingness of of}li-»-rs o f  one colony 
to serve with tr»o|>s o f  another.

Washington Anxious.

r.en,*ral Washington looked forward 
with eagerness to the  flrst day o f  J a n ­
uary. ITTM. for It was on that  day that  
his old army with all  of  Its conMIiOs, 
was to pass out o f  e ilst i-nce,  and the  
new one. whish he hopeil would tie f ree  
o f  the weakne.sses of  Its predei-essor, 
was to come Into tedng.

But the  hast month prei-eding the  
traiisforniathin was one of  utter a n x ­
iety for the commander In chief. On 
Noveintier '.’S. 17T.", he wrote his mili­
tary secretary  that he "should not be 
at all Bun<rise<! at any d isaster  that  
may hiiiqien." and udde-l, "Could I have 
forseen what I have, and am likely to 
experience, no consideration upon earth  
should have Induced me to accep t  this  
command. A regiment or any subordi­
nate  di' iiartment would have been ae- 
ronipatiled with ten tim es the satiafuc-  
tlon. and p>>r!iaps the honor."

IliiWfv*T. th(*re was much hard work

Historians have searclie,!  In vain for 
the slightest Inkling of  its d,“signer i>r 
the autliority under which It was est.ah- 
lished. Some li.nve represetited that  a 
congress committee which visited B o s­
ton considere,! and authorized It. but 
a thorough st'arch of the reports of  
this committee and the correspondence 
of those who constitute,!  it fa lls  to re­
veal any action or consideration by this 
committee.

Our flrst view of  this  flag was when 
ir was hoisted above the  Alfred, the  
flagship o f  th e  Congress n.avy, lying in 
the D elaw are river on D ecem ber 3. 
17T;»,

We get the  fact  o f  this significant 
event from no less an authority than 
John riuM Jo n e s  hlnistdf. He was at  
that time the  senior lieutenant o f  the 
American navy and was a ttach ed  to 
the .Mfred, the flagship of  the fleet, 
his position corresponding to th a t  o f  
executive ofllcer In the  navy today. In 
a le tter to Bohert Morris, J o n e s  de- 
clart 'd : “ It was by fortune, as the 
seidor o f  the I. lentenants, to hoist  m y­
se lf  the F lag  of America the first t im e 
It was displayed. Though this was hut 
a slight r ircu m sta iice .  yet I feel  for Its 
Honor, more than I think I should have 
done. If It had not happened."

Jo n es  failed to give the d ate  of  that 
raising of the  flag, hut not so a loyal­
ist reporting to the earl  of It.artnioufh. 
Writing on December 20, 177.". the 
earl 's correspondent a d v ises :  ".\n ad­
miral Is appointed, a court established, 
nnd the third Instant, th e  Continental 
flag on hoard the B la c k  B rince  oppo­
site  I ’hlltidelphin w as hoisted." On 
Iieceniher I'J, a B rit ish  spy at  Bhlla- 
(lelphin reported th at  " th e  commodore 
who commands this fleet comes from 
Rhode Island, his name Is Hopkins.”

How long the Grand Union flag was 
flown has never been definitely e s ta b ­
lished. hut th e  otllcinl records o f  the 
navy fail  to show th at  any oth er  en ­
sign' was In use until  a f te r  the resolu­
tion creating the  S ta rs  and Stripes was 
adopted by the congress.  I t  was not

Mrll .l ime H .  1777, nearly a full year 
er the I'h^clnnitlon of Independence, 

tiuit the  Continental  congress took a<s 
tion substituting the S ta r s  and Stripe# 
for the Grand Uolun flag.
