The commissioners collect a
salary of approximately $1,000
per month and receive full health
insurance benefits at the cost of
$19,998 per year for the group.

Judge Fritter’s annual salary
from the county is $27,174. The
judge is also paid a supplement

from the state in the amount of

$15,000.

Terrazas did not run for re-
election and will be replaced by
Dennis Dodson or Doug Davis,
depending on the outcome of
the Election on November 4.
