Corn borer moths continue to
lay eggs in corn. Larvae that have
hatched fromthese eggs are feed-
ing in the whorl and on leaves.
They will soon begin entering the
stalk where they will continue feed-
ing for a short time before pupat-
ing. Moths thatemerge from these
pupae will produce the second
generation of corn borer that quite
often requires aninsecticide appli-
cation.

The early spider mite problems
in edges of fields seem to have
declined either because of miti-
cide applications, beneficialinsects
or rain.

Western corn rootworm beetles
that are active now will lay the
eggs that produces next year's
rootworms. Rotation from corn to
some other crop next year is the

proven practice for reducing fu-

ture rootworm problems; other-
wise, insecticide applications may
be required to control rootworm
infestations. -

Corn leaf aphids are present in
some sorghum fields. These
aphids are not considered impor-
tant pests; however, they are im-
portant from the stand point that
they establish a beneficial insect
population that will help in control-
ling greenbugs that develop later.

Check for cotton fleahoppers
and Lygus bugs in area cotton.
Once cotton beginsto squarethese
bugs become important pests,
because they feed on the squares
and cause them to shed. Protec-
tion of these early squares is very
important in early fruit set on area
cotton.

Beet army worm moths have
been caught in pheromone traps,
but no infestations have been re-
ported in area fields.

Of History, People

COLLEGE STATION-After the
stock market collapse of 1929 and
the disintegration of job opportuni-
ties nationwide, disenchanted and
despairing Americans searched for
beauty and optimism wherever
they could find it. Often, they
needed look no further than upon
the walls of their local post office.

Part of President Franklin D.
Roosevelt's New Deal program
galledfor anationwide publicrelief
project to provide work for unem-
ployed artists.. Such artists were
contracted to create murals
throughoutfederalbuildings across
the United States, not only to pro-
cure wages, but to inspire Ameri-
cans with positive images of life
and history. *

In The Texas Post Office Mu-
rals: Art for the People , Philip
Parisi presents one hundred full-
color photos of the paintings found
in sixty-nine Texas post offices.
Many of these murals are difficult
to see clearly on post office pre-
mises because they are situated
in high locations or obscured by
light fixtures or air ducts. Addition-
ally, most peoplelack the opportu-
nity to visit dozens of post offices
in every corner of the state. But
The Texas Post Office Murals
brings these paintings down from
the walls and makes them avail-
able, in all their glory, for the first
time in one place.

Representing a panorama of
Texas' past, the murals feature
Spanish conquistadors, heroes
such as Sam Houston and Quanah
Parker, cowboys and longhorns,
pioneer families in covered wag-
ons, andindustrialmachinery.-Art-
ists include Tom Lea, Jerry
Bywaters, Otis Dozier, Alexandre
Hogue, and Xavier Gonzalez, to
name a few.

Authenticity emerges as a con-
stant in the creation of these mu-
rals, as citizens demanded that
their community's past be accu-
rately and realistically portrayed.
Thegovernment sought local opin-
ions on subject matter, but re-
served the right to make the final
decision. When the postmaster of
Giddings asked for a mural dis-
playingthe inside of the local poul-
try processing plant, officials ve-
toed the idea and insisted on a
cleaner subject.

For each mural entry in The
Texas Post @ffice Murals , Parisi
includes the work's identity, includ-
ing title and-artist; size; medium;
background; artistic symbolism;
the artist's intentions; and the re-
actions of the people for whom the
artworks were originally meant. He
also discusses what efforts are
being made to save these works,
hoping to encourage others to re-
store and preserve a historic and
artistic legacy.

“As post offices continue to re-
modeloldfacilities or abandon their
outdated buildings for newer struc-
tures, the fate of the murals be-
comes increasingly uncertain,”
Parisi writes. "As of 2003, seven
Texas post office murals already
havebeen lost, destroyed, or have
simply vanished without explana-
tion." G2k _
Laws for the treatment:of, post

office murals are sketchy, though
they are federal property and, theo-
retically, cannot be removed or
altered without permission. Inprac-
tice, however, murals are fre-
quently takendown or painted over
on sudden whims or lost through
abuse or neglect, making it impor-
tant, writes Parisi, to keep awritten
record of them.

Clyde A. Milner |l of Arkansas
State University says the themes,
images, and artists of the Texas
post office murals "now have a
masterful reference work thanks
to Philip Parisi. This great public
art came out of the Great Depres-
sion. Some art lost; others, de-
stroyed. But Parisi accounts for all
of them and tells numerous fasci-

nating stories abouttheircreation.”
