The company said about 90 per
cent of the operating employes
were respectingpicket lines which
sprang up all along the L. & N.

It
said freight operationswere at a
minimum here and "spotty" else-
where on tho 4,737-mll-e line.

Tho largest turtles In the world
are the leatherbacks. This name
comes from the fact that the shells
may be compared to leather. The
shells are tough, but are less hard
than those of ordinary turtles.

From head to tall, a leather-bac-k

may measure eight feet. Of-

ten the weight Is more than half
a ton, and an especially large one
may tip the scalesat three-fourt-

of a ton.
Instead of ordinary legs, leather-back-s

have flippers which may re-

mind us of the flippers of seals.
With the flippers they make good
progress through the ocean. They
eat fish of various kinds, also
crabs and oysters.Sometimes they
feast on Jellyfish.

It is rare to see a leatherback
on land, but the femalesgo ashore
once a year to lay eggs. For the
most part they swim in warm wa-

ters, but they have been captured
at times near the coast of Great
Britain, also about VancouverIs-

land in western Canada.
Here, in shortened form, is an

eyewitness account of a big
leatherback female which went
ashore on Ceylon:

A leathery turtle made a zig-
zag trip up the beach,testing the
sand here and there with her
strong flippers. Finding a proper
place, she dug a hole three feet
deep, and. laid about 100 eggs in-

side.
After laying the last of the eggs,

the turtle used her flippers to cov-

er them with sand. She also broke
down the ridges around the nest,
and made the sand so smooth that
it would be very hard for anyone
to tell where the nest bad been
made.

1945 wartime Yalta conferenceof
President Roosevelt, Winston
Churchill and Generalissimo Jo-
seph Stalin.

Now that he has thepapers all
together, 840 pagesin galley proof,
printed by the governmentprinter.
Secretary of StateDulles Isn't sure
what to do with them. He has 26
sets of these papers, bound in
paper.

There Is no word-for-wor- d record
of what was said at Yalta. No
stenographer.took shorthand notes.

Buildings with
stilts are heavily weighted with concrete
to keepthe high winds from blowing them
away. Isolated stations are built of large
interconnected metal tubes, because the
weight of the buildings, plus their heat
causesthem to sink down Into the ice a
few feet each year.

FormosaPolicy Not Really So Mysterious

WASHINGTON American poUcy In

the present crisis over Formosa and the
offshore Islands has been much criticized
as fuzzy and obscure.But it Is not really
ao mysterious after aU except in one
vitaUy Important respect

In the first place, there is not the
slightest doubt about the real underlying
objective of .American policy In the For-

mosa area. The objective is a cease-fir-e

in the FormosaStrait
No other Imagines,least of aU Secretary

of State Dulles, that the Chinese Com-

munists are going to sign a formal treaty
abandoning their claims to Formosa.Such
a treaty would hardly be worth much any-

way. What is hoped for. Instead,Is a kind
of de facto, informal understanding a
private deal, backedby force and realities
of geography,and thus having some real
meaning.

Secretary Dulles, when he met British
Foreign Minister Sir Anthony Eden in
Bangkok, made it perfecUy clear that he
would accept this sort of deal. He also
made It clear, without spelling it out in so
many words, that in order to get such a
deal the United States is prepared to
"persuade" Chiang Kai-she- k to withdraw
his forces from Quemoy and Matsu. But
this cannot be done rudely or suddenly.
A lull of several months Is needed to make
it possible to do the unpleasant job of
persuasiongradually and with a saving
of face aU round.

The almost simultaneous speeches by
Secretary Dulles and Foreign Minister
Eden were thus two sides of the same
coin. Neither was In the least surprised
by what the other had to say. Indeed,
the whole thing was somethingof a Tweed-
ledum act with Tweed-
ledee Eden offering the carrot to the
Chinese donkey, while Tweedledum Dul-
les brandishedthe sUck.

In his replies to questions after his

Market Study Losing 'Friendly'

WASHINGTON me of the friendli-
ness of the Senate's"friendly study" of
the stock market appears to be wearing
thin.

Usually, I have two
eggs for breakfast, ground round
and fruit for lunch and a full din
ner In the evening. Although I'm
pretty hungry by dinner time, I
never stuff myself with lots of
bread and butteror hors'd'oeuvres
before I'm servedmy dinner."

I asked Miss Colbert her secret
for turning her back on age.

"Age today means nothing," she
exclaimed. "If you have respect
for your body, it doesn't have to
deteriorate. And the worst thing
you can do is dwell on your age.

"Of course, the other extreme is
just as stupid. These women who
cling frantically to youth are piti-

ful. They should realize that ma-
turity has an attractivenessall its
own."

Miss Colbert's hair Is her trade-
mark. She has always worn bangs
because they give better balance
to her face.

"I started out wanting to be a
painter (she still paints, and does
it very well) so I found It easy to
do my own make-u- p. Besides, I
don't like people fussing over me.

"I do my own hair now, too.
I wash It, bleach It and cut It
myself. For years I used to have
permancntsbut now I've discover-
ed a natural wave which gives me
just enoughcurl."

FinancialWriter Sees
Trouble In Market

WASHINGTON W--The Senate's
stock market Inquiry brought a
warning today of a "boom to
doom" danger. It also produced
an opinion that the market has
only been catching up with the
nation's economy.

J. A. Livingston, financial editor
of the Philadelphia Bulletin and
writer of a syndicatedcolumn, said
he saw danger of a "boom to
doom" cycle in a surge of Wall
Street optimism not too different,
he said, from the one "which led
to the poorhouse in 1929."

"To me," he said in prepared
testimony, "the fact that this com-
mittee is holding hearings is a
major difference between 1955 and
1929. This time, a Senate investi-
gating committee is studying Jie
market before a crash, not after
That's pretty good Insurance
against a crash."

Today's other witness, Wall
Streeter Dorsey Richardson, told
the Senate Banking Committee the
stock market In its
price rise has been "catching up
with changes that have occurred
In our economy in price levels,
in larnlngs, in gross national prod
uct. In technological developments,
in populations . . . over the past
10 years."

Richardson, head of the National
Assn. of Investment Companies,
said much recent market activity
stemmed from "the fact that in-

vestors with more surplus funds
to invest have become more gen-

erally aware of the expansion of
the economy."

"This can scarely be regarded
as undesirable or unhealthy," he
added in a prepared statement.

With this news conferencestate-
ment, Elsenhower backed up Sec-
retary of State Dulles who said
yesterday ho thought tactical
atomic weaponswould be employ-
ed in any major military action
Involving the United States.

By law, only President Eisen-
hower can make a decisionon use
of atomic weapons.

The significanceof Dulles' state-
