Writing PlatformThat'sGood
November Is Risky Business

The two Conventions wlil soon have ,
adopted their platforms, and those who'

have to write the planks on foreign af-

fairs do not have an enviable Job. From
July to November is a long time in this
turbulent worM, and they cannot count
on the situation's remaining frozen during
the campaign.Many a thing said with re-
sounding fervor In July could look very
foolish Indeed by November. They can
risk a certain amount of viewing with
alarmand of pointing with pride but only
If it is directed to the past.

Boasting and denouncing, promising to
do. this and swearing never to do that,
will be peculiarly hazardous In the great
predicament of our foreign policy.

The predicament, which Is painful to the
nation and sheer poison for politicians In
an election year, Is that the system of the
alliances we have constructed ln Asia and.
ln Europe will, as we now conduct those
alliances, call for larger American con-

tributions ot money and military power.
The Truman administration has been

the contributions that come
from the other members of the alliance.
They have planned the alliance on a scale
which the available resources of Its mem
bers cannot support. As long as the whole
business was ln the planning, phase, it
was possible to make a fine showing ot
paper armies based on paper promises.
But we are now entering the period for
carrying out the plans, and the hard fact
of the matter is that our two principal
Allies, Britain and France, are danger-
ously d and committed be-

yond their resources.They are doing their,
utmost to gst along for a while by delay-in-g.

postponing, stretching out, holding
their breath and treading water ln order
not to embarrass us during the election.

But whoever Is elected, and no matter
what his platform aays, this country Is
facing a crisis arising out ot the fact
that our global policy Is not solvent the
liabilities and commitments or the policy
arenot balanced, arenot nearly balanced,
by the available means and forces of the
alliance.

The postponement of this crisis can'
not be carried on for more than a part of
a'yfartatbest.When It comes, when the
facts are faced, I 'believe we shall find
that this crisis cannot be resolved without
a greatAmerican contribution and without
a serious revision of our policy. It Is al

WrestlersMust ObeyTheRules
Now and then people see on, television,

screens orelsewhere exhibitions which
are known as "wrestling matches." Many
persons feel that these affairs are ugly,
because those who take part fall to act
like sportsmen. Instead ofwrestling In the
true sense of the word, the contestants
break the rules pf decent sport, There Is
slugging with the bare fists, even kicking
and pulling of halrl

A widespread belief exists that such
matches are "faked." It that Is true, it
means that the wrestlers are
trying to fool the public.

In the Olympic games,wrestling match-
es take place, but those who wrestle must
obey definite rules. Otherwise they would
be barred.

Olympic wrestlers are amateurs.They
wrestle becausethey like to do so, without
payment In .money.

The range ln weight among Olympic
wrestlers is very broad. The lightest wrest-
lers have been of the d

class. Heavyweights are big fellows, of-

ten tipping the scales at more than 250
pounds.

In going over the recordsot past Olym-
pics. I find 21 American .champions In

wrestling. There have
been two from Argentina. The United
States has provided two lightweight
Olympic champions.

In Olympic heavyweight boxing, men
from Argentina have won threetimes, and
British boxers have won twice. One cham-
pion apiece has represented the United
States, Norway, and Germany,

In the flyweight class, most ot the
victors have been Americans. Among
bantamweights, there have been two Ital-
ian and two South African champions.

Among featherweight victors, there have
beentwo from Argentina. The United Stats
has provided two lightweight Olympic
champions,

think, by reducing our expenditures and
our forces abroad. It is no less a pipe
dream for the Democrats to Suppose that
what President Truman has beenasking
ln the way of men and money tblsyear
Is a reasonably accurate measure ot the
carrying costs, year after year of all
the policies to which we are now 'commit-
ted.

The hard core of the problem is that
the costs in men and money of our exist-
ing policies which the Republicans would
like to promise to reduce are in fact se-

riously under-estimate-d by the Truman
administration. Thus the administration
plan for the build-u- p of air power is' cal-
culated on the assumption that the Ko-
rean War does not exist As a matter ot
fact the war Is making serious inroads
upon the global power, of the United
States. Even If Congress will vote what
the Administration is asking, the develop-
ment of our air power is not only atretch-e-d

out but what may prove to be worse
still, It Is strategically divided and there-
fore dangerously diminished.

Another and very important factor ot
error has come from misjudging the mili-

tary Capabilities of the South Koreans
and the Vietnamese. Knowing how badry
neededln Europe Is the Frencharmy now
In indo-Chlna- ,. we had acted on

assumption that it we supplied the
arms and some money, a native ist

army ot Vietnamese troops
could be formed to replace the French
forces. The European army, which Is to
take over the main defense ot Western
Europe on the ground, calls for the for-

mation of French divisions which can.
not be formed effectively while the war
In Indo-Chln- a goes on. That war ln Indo-Chl- na

'Is waged on a scale and with an
intensity which requires this year for ex-
ample something like 100,000 replace-
ments from France and.from North Afri-

ca.
'

The situation ln which we find ourselves
Is not agreeable. If Is by no means hope-
less. But all sound reasons for hoping
require the doing ot difficult, delicate,
expensive, and by no means simple
things. In drafting a platform that deala
with our situation no honest and Informed
man can promise anything that is easy
or pleasant or cheap to do.

Thatsoundslike a wartime code,
doesn't It? Well, lt is. It's a pro-
posed call to acUon in the United
Nations' Food and Agriculture Or
ganizations' war against hunger In
the world.

ERFU means emergency re-

serve food unit. EachERFU would
feed million people for a month.
They would be used to lick fam
ine, or emergency food shortages
anywhere on earth from war, crop
failure, flood or misfortune.

The plan was mapped at Rome
during sessions of the guiding
council ot FAO. It will be given
final action within a year "by the
whole (68-natl- food organization.

The'plan Is for an Intel-nation-

food bank a world-wid- e appli
cation ot Joseph's Intetpreation of
the Pharoah's dream-o-t se.ven fat
yearsand seven lean.

Here's how lt would work:
FAO member nations (that

means almost all of civilization
outside the Iron Curtain) would
contribute money or supplies to
establish a world food reserve.

This would be stored sin ERFU
emergency reserve fodd unit-s-

each capable of providing 1,200
calories per day for a million
people for a month.

FAO recognizes that people need
li90O calories per day, but lt cal-
culates that even In case ot local
disaster, the affected area could
scrape'up the remaining 700 cll--
ones per day from available sup?
piles.

An ERFU would cost Sl.655.000
to assemble and about $50,000 per
year to Keep in storage.

It would include 7,000 metric tons
of wheat, rice, corn and millet:
1,500 tons bf soya bean flour, peas
and beans; 500 tons of dried skim
milk; 500 tons of fats and hydrosl-
nateo oils and 500 tons of sugar,

It doesn't cause any sickness at
all while It Is In our slotfrachs or
intestines.

It can cause mild sickness, such
as fever and nausea and soreness
of muscles, while it Is In the blod
and a few nerve cells of the cen-
tral nervous system. There is no
paralysis at this time.

The virus causes paralysis only
if it damages a lot of nerve cells.
All the damage to nerve cells Is
done within about 24 hours.

People always recover from
polio If nerve tells are not dam-
aged, or only ar few are hurt.

They can recovercompletely or
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greatly even from paralysis. The
extent of recovery depends upon
the extent of damage to nerve
cells.

Now comes a vital new discov-
ery, made "by Dr. David Bodlan
of the Johns Hopkins University
and Dr. Dorothy Horstmann of
Yale., in polio work with' monkeys
and chimpanzees.

From the peoples of the Med-
iterraneanTurks, Syrians and
Armenians and the Hindus, comes
a spicy skewered msatdish known
as Kebabs.

French explorers during the 17th
Century rossted whole wild ani-
mals over a pit mada by digging
a hole in the ground. At each end
of the pit they placed a green log
and startedthe fire with wood fuel.
When the fuel became,glowing em-
bers,, they placed logs across the
green log to support the animal to
be bsrbecued.

The popularity of barbecued
meats also is d. Ameri-
can barbetueapparently originated
In the Texas cattle country. --where
a whole carcass or thick joint was
cooked over a pit of gjowlng coals.
In Texas today, a barbecue atlll
follows the traditional custom.

Then the "dauber" or basting

The recruitment of the fifth col

timn often requires money, and
Moscow la witling to spend It with
out stint for the purpose, but
money Is secondary. Few of the
cases o f convicted Communist
pies Involved the paymcilt of any

large amount ox money.
One of the most Important meth

ods pf recruiting Is the Communist
cell.

Communists scout carefully ior
their prospects' persons whose
environments, backgrounds,way of
thinking, .prejudices, misconcep
tions or Ideals Indicate the possi-
bility of persuasion.

Those persons are not Invited
into the Communist party itself.
They are often not reliable enough."
Moreover they aro more valuable
outside the party. These persons
Instead become subjects for what
the Communists call "develop
ment"

Prospects are lured by one
meant or another Into "study
groups" or "discussion group.
which in reality are operated by
ceils of the communist party.

The recruiting agents concen-
trate their attention on such per-
sons as scientific workers', teach-
ers', students and persons engaged
In intellectual pursuits In par'
tlcular likely prospects who either
work for the government or hav

chance of doing so. Wherever
yer possible, these persons are

caught young;
Persons with grievances against

the world those who consider
themselves or their race or their
creed to be persecuted are sin-
gled out for special attention and
often become 'easy victims.

Once In control, the party can use
the organization as a recruitment
and operations base, unknown to
the bulk of the membership.
