Negro Officer Waits
43 Years For Cross

LIMA, O.—Eighty-year-old Peter
McCown, retired negro army offl-
cer, ls still walting for the Distin-
guished Bervice Cross he won for
conspicuous gallantry In the Span-
ish-American War,

McCown, a former captain In the
U, 8. army, saw service in Hataan
Peningula during the Philippine
Insurrection and In Cuba during
the 32 years he served in the arm-
ed forces,

He was awarded the distingulsh-
od service croms In 1808 for his
service in Cuba, but no crosses
were avallable at that time, In 1831
Becretary of War Patrick Hurley
awarded MeCown the distinguish-
ed sarvice medal, with the explana-
tion that crosses still were not
available.

In 1037 the war department
wrote McCown, asking that he turn
in his medal in exchange for a
cross. McCown couldn't find his
medal.

Hes was rejected becauss of his
age, but the war department prom-
ises he soon will have the distin-
gulshed service cross he has walted
for nearly 48 years,

At any rate, the: U-boat sam-
paign has failed of its purposs, and
the steandy flow of men and goods
to Britain, Afrion, India and Rus °
aia has heen malntained.

In the Pacifie, the Japaness sub-
marines haven't proved very effec-
tive. The Nips don't seem to shoot
very straight or very hard, when
compared with the deadly efficlen-

oy of the Naxis.
