Freedom Of Expression Protected
And Then Stretched In Decisions

While handing down a declsion which
accorded to the motlon plcture Industry
the broad rights of free speech, the Su-
preme Court Mast week handed down an-
other rullng which stretches the doctrine
almost to the polnt of perversion,

The ocourt held, In wiping out a New
York censorship on the “Miracle,” that
“the basle principles of freedom of speech
and the press...do not vary. Those princl-
ples make freedom of expression the rule.”
Similarly, the Court held that to permit
the banning of the piclure on the grounds
it had been regarded by some to be sacri-
leglous would be to subject censors to the
pressures of powerful orthodoxies. This
would logically lead lo banning expres-
slons that would be unpopular even to a

© minority.

The Court deft [t to the Individual to wit-
ness or nol to witness the movie. It did

not, in Its other decision, leave such an

option with the riders of buses in Wash-
Ington, D C.

NEW YORK, June 2 #—There Is
a wry date on the world's calen-
dar this month--the beginning of
the third year of the Korean War.

Barring # resumption of large-
acale fighting or & sudden and suc-
cessful  conclusion of the truce
talks, the end of the second year
of the conflict will find both sldes
roughly where they were when it
started, June 25, 1950—astride the
38th Parallel

They have been virtually stale-
mated for ncarly a year, through 11
months of almost ceaseless talks
aboul & cease-fire agreement,

Both sides now are incompars-
bly stronger than they were sl the
outset of the war But the dismay-
Ing fact is that in the last year,
despite day-and-night hammering
by Allled planes, the enemy has
doubled his troops along the front
from 500 000 men to 1,000,000 He
has 60 tunks aud armored guns
ready, more than twice the num-
ber he had In 1850, His artillery is
also greater. His airpower has dou-
bled or trebled.

The Allles virtually destroyed the
first enemy- the North Korean
army. Thelr main foe now is the
Chinese Reds, armed with many of
the latest and best weapons made
by Soviet Hussia, which remalns
serenely out of the battle
