Marine Major Alton W. Me-
Cully of Spur and Santa Ana,
California, was one of the helic-
opter pilots of the First Marine
Aircraft Wing's observation »q-
uadron who helped evacuate wo-
unded Marines of the Firet Mar-
ine Division during their recent
assault on the Vegas outpost in
Korea.

Major MeCully flew six of
these danger-filled missions in
small helicopters to evacuate 21
casualties from the forward med-
ical air stations to rear aid sta-
tions and hospital ships off the
coast of Korea

Working closely with the front
line units, Major McCully flew
his helicooter in total darkness
from a smal] strip near the front
lines, to the forward air station.
There he received instructions to
either fly the wounded to a rear
aid station or to fly him to a
hospital ship.
