GRANDFATHER CLAUSE
IS AGAIN QUESTIONED

Validity of Oklahoma's Suffrage Law
Taken Before U. 8. Supreme
Court.

Washington, Oct. 4 —The Federal
government's efforts to prove that the
“grandfather clause” of the Oklaho-
ma c¢onstitution violates the constitu-
tion of the United States was agamn
in the supreme court today, with the
filing of a brief by Solicitor General
Davis. The circuit court of appeals
for the Ninth circuit district has cer-
tified to the supreme court the gues-
tion of the validity of the amendment
to the Oklahoma constitution whiech
grants suffrage to illiterates and their
descendants who were entitled to vote
prior to Jan. 1, 1866,

Mr. Davis contends the provision
violates the fifteenth amendment to
the Federal constitution, guaranteeing
suffrage without discrimination as to
race, color or previgus condition of
servitude.

cally all illiterate negroes and prac-
tically no {illiterate white men.

OKLAHOMA. COURT
CAITICIZES CRUCE

Governor Charged With Contempt For
His “Unfounded and Infamous
Assauit”

Oklahoma City, Oé¢t. 4—~In an opin-
jon by the criminal court of appeals,
Governor lLee Cruce is charged with
contempt for his “unfounded and in-
tamous assault” upon the integrity of
the court and its decisions in . the
(George Crump habeas corpus proceed-
ings, which was given in a letter ex-
plaining his non-attendance at the cof-
ference of governors at Colorado
Springs last summer. In his letter to
the governors, Cruce is quoted as say-
tng-that the eriminal-oourt had joined
bands with Lieutenant Governor Mec-
Alester “in his raid on the penal insti-
tutions.” McAlester pardoned Crump
while Cruce was out of the state, and
has action was upheld by the criminal
court of appeals.

Literally interpreted, it Is declared
the provision would give a 5 per cent
decrease to goods in American bot-
toms and automatically grant the same
privilege to ships 8 any nation> whose
[treaties: with the United States guar-
antee no discrimination between their
vessels and those of America. This
construction, which would be a hori-
zontal reduction of 6 per cent in the
tariff for importations from most of
the great countries of the world, In-
volves probably ten millions in reve-
nue for the government, creating a
deficit instead of a surplus In the
treasury, as has been estimated by the
tariff framers.

The question undoubtedly will be
referred to President Wilson and At-
torney General McReynolds and ulti-
mately will reach thé United States
Supreme Court. The State and Treas-
ury Departments are In conference
over the effects of the provisions, the
first snag struck in the new law.

Avolding a literal construction, some
lofficisle-contemd that congress meant
the-reducttonshould be allowsd only
in cases where the United States did
not have a treaty which would Inter-
fere.. Whatever the interpretation of
the provision for natlons with these
guaranties of equality, it is pointed out
other serfous questions arise as to
twenty-three nations whose treaties
with this countty do not guarantee
against discrimination.

FLOOD OF BUSINESS AT
N. Y. CUSTOMS HQUSE

By Assoclated Press

New York, Oct. 4—New York's
bonded warehouses, jammed to Ccapac-
Ity with imports roughly valued at
70,000,000, began today to disgorge
themselves as importers released their
products under the reduced rates of
the new tariff law. The New York
customs house opened an hour ‘before
the usual time and with fifteen addi-
tional clerks planned to remain open
until midnight to handle the flood of
business,

The collector/of customs will, how-
ever, continue to assess duties on the
basis of the Paynme-Aldrich act, but
refunds, where necessary, will be made
when official coples of the new law
are received. The situation confront
ing Importers today was the reverse
of what it was four years ago when
the Payne-Aldrich law became effec
tive. Then, instead of holding goods«
in bond and releasing them at reduced
rates, steamships raged to port to be
under the wire, as it were, with com
modities on which higher duties were
to be charged. The average day’s
withdrawals are 600,

After the warehouse division of the
customs house had closed it was an
nounced that receipts for the day
amounted to $920,000, a sum represent
ing an approximate Increase of 100 per
cent _over the average Saturday's re-
ceipts on bonded warehouse withdraw-
als. During the day there were about
4.000 withdrawals.
