Their next installment has proba-
bly been a dolorous dissertation on the
wiping of Buffalo grass from the face
of the great range countries, never to
return again.

A few evenings ago while sitting in
the lobby of that wonder of hoteldom, |
The Albany, In Denver, The Journal |
pilgrim scraped an acquaintance w:m'
the man in the next seat, who proved
to be Mr, E. Buchanan of Logan coun-
ty, in the northwestern section of Col-

orado, Mr. Buchanan is a pioneer
range man and well known among
ranchmen from Mexico to Montana.

He has been on the ranges of eastern
Colorado since 1882, has been a close
observer and is ready to give the farm
paper and the agricultural college
professor the full measure of credit
for the great work they have done in
stimulating farm study up to its pres-
ent strenuous gait. “Development of |
irrigation and study of solls, climates |
and the kind of crops adaptable to
our western country have certainly
been a great factor in our agricultural
development,” sald Mr. Buchanan.
“Nor have we reached the limit of
possibility in turning these vast semi-
arid prairies into prosperous farm
homes. Of course much of the range
country has been cut up into farms
and more will still be profitably con-
verted into farms whereon will be pro-
duced great crops of alfalfa, sugar
beets, potatoes, small grains and
fruits. But, I think it is a mistaken
claim that the small farmer is going
to eventually occupy all of these great
prairies and put the range business
in the list of romances of the past.
Vast as is the agricultural area of Col-
orado east of the Rockies, I do neot
think that more than one third of it
can ever be successfully farmed either
by irrigation or by the dry farm pro-
cess. I think that two-thirds of this
great area is out of the reach of ir-
rigation and, alse, unfitted for dry
farming. It must forever remain a
stock country and you can ecall it
range, ranch or invent some scientific
college trade mark for it

“Now, the other day I read an ar-
ticle in one of the big stock and farm
papers that was written by an agri-
cultural college professor. The bur-
den of his song was the Reseeding of
the Range and one of the poetic la-
ments was that the natural grass, the
Buffalo sod that once formed an un-
broken carpet from the Missouri riv-
er to the Rocky mountains and from
boundary to boundary of the United
States in a northerly and southerly di-
rection, when ence disturbed could
never be replaced. Plow it up, tramp
it out or pasture it too closely and it
was gone forever, according to the ar-
ticle referred to. I have never secur-
ed a college sheep-skin, although I
have great respect for the agricultural
college and its work, but I have been
a good reader and consider that Iam
a practical ranch man, It is not my
experience that it is impossible to re-
sod the prairie with Buffalo grass. I
can take you to sections that were
plowed up during the wheat craze of
years ago, abandoned after two or
three seasons of failure and they are
now grown over with Buffalo sod.
The same is true of range districts
that were closely pastured down and
during the excessive dry years along
in the nineties became practically de-
nuded of grass. But by keeping
stock off these districts, a year or so

SHOT SKYWARD,

Pressure From Both
Cause Yeculiar Accckdent,
Miami, Okla.,, Oct. 14.—One of the
most remarkable wrecks in the history
of rallroading occurred three miles
north of here when a Frisco double-
heaer freight train composed of 58
cars went into the ditch.
