Anyone who bothers to ook at the

state of affalrs in Europo thesa
days must feel. inclined to thank
God for the Atlantic ocenn.

Not even in the first montha of
1014 waa there more wide-sprend
expectation of a genornl European
Almost no
one now peems (o doubt that a war
is eoming; the only question seerna
to be, “When?"

The Atlantle ocean Is wide and
this eontinent ls physically far re-
moved from the atene of thene Eu-
ropean troubles, Bul the distance
Isn't as great as It might be, for
all that.

Canada, In 1914, and the United
States, in 1917, learned that they
could be ealled on to send their
young men overseas to die in quar-
rela that were purely European—
quarrela In the making of which
the New World had had no hand
and from whose solution It eould
expect mo - direct banefits.

Today, consequently, with the
war clouds drifting high over the
European horizon, the one ques-
tion In which most of us are In-
terested In simply, “If a new Eu-

war comes, how can we
keep out of It?"
 Perhapa the best answer is the
remark that the way to keep out
of a war ls to keep out of it; in
other words, that we can not be
drawn into a European conflict if
we make up our minds definitely,
in mdvance, that we are not going
to be entangled In it on either
side.

Buch & polloy might eall for a
stricter oomception of neutrality
than we observed before.

We could not permit our country
to be made a happy hunting
gEround for propugandists as it was
in 18156 and 1016, We could not
permiit our financial resources to
be used as a reservolr for war loans
for either pet of combatunts. We
could not turn our industries Into
mututorlu for munitions of
war,

It might be hard to follow such
& policy. The pressure would be
tremendous, But we need only
look back to the World War to un-
derstand what the consequences of
fallure to follow it might be.

If and when a nmew war comes
to Europe, It will be of the high-
est Importance to civilization that
ane great nation remain in peace,
And If we are going to maintain
our neutrality, the present moment
is not too early a time to start
waking up our minds.

These cases are the price pald for
our fallure to mnke vaccination
universal, States which regularly
enforce vacelnation Ilnws have few
cases. Siates which enforce wne-
cination only in times of epidemics
pay the price.

In Indinnm, there were 3,080 cuses
of smallipox In 1831,

In Ohlo, there were 1,787 casex
In 1001 and during the last twelve
yvears 43,080 cases have been report-
ed,

It Is interesting to compareé the
record of these states which do 'not
have compulsory wvaccination with
the record of New York Siate. In
New York State, all citles of over
50,000 population make vaccination
compulsory. These citles, repre-
senting a population of over 9,000,
000 peaple, reported only 720 caues
of smallpox In twelve years

During an outbreak of smallpox
In Los Angelas, Crlif, a few years
ago, there were 164 deaths from the
disease, An analysls of these cases

The local
assoclation will obtain lonnable
funda from the Federal Interme-
dinte Credit Bank of Houston,
which will discount well-secured
notes of farmers and stockmen. All
of these Institutions are a part of
the Farm Credit Administration.

A production credit associntion
doos not lend Government money.
The funds that will be loaned are
obtained by the Intermediate Gye-
dit Bank which sell short-term
bonds, or debentures, to the In-
vesting publie, In other words, the
money ls being borrowed Lo be
loaned to eligible farmera to en-
able them to produce a season’s
crops. The assoclation Is nol a
charity Institution; but a business
gredit institution for business-mind-
od farmers, The purpose ls to make
loans that formers can afford to
use for a penson's operations, and
which will be ropaid at the end of
the season.

Actually the Production Credit
Corporation of Houston owna about
three-fourths of the eapital stock
of an mssociation.

A farmer or stockman who gets
a loan from the assoclation does
not have to advance any money to
pay for his stock, ns the purchase
price may be Included In the loan,
one §5 share being purchased @
each $100 or fraction thercof of
the loan money ls advanced, The
stock carrier no double llabllity,
Thus a borrower's liability in any
possible impairment of capital of
the nssocintion extends only to his
own stock holding, amounting to
$5 for every $100 or fraction there-
of borrowed.
