This Revolution Not Born In Cellar

WASHINGTON (n—Other revo-
lutions may have been hatched in
cellars but one of the biggest in
American history—a soclal revolu-
tlon—is being worked out in the

Supreme Court.

There was nothing clandestine
about this one: The nine justices
made their decision—that racial
segregation in public schools must
end—in full view and in accord-
ance with the Constitution.

Democracy Could Get A Chance In India

NEW DELHI, India, April 15 U0 —
Former U. 8. Ambassador Chester Bowles,
more fequently ecritical of American
foreign policy than that of Indla, found
hopeful signs of “greater understanding™
during his recent tour of India on a private
visit,

He fancies himsell a Soclalist but says
he is mot dogmatically bound to any
political or economic theory,

racy. Nehru's test for this political tieory
is its ability to work in India and right
now he's convinced it will do a pressing
job better than any other pattern.
