TEXAS LIQUOR LAW SOON IN EF-
FECT.

Following are the provisions of the
new Texas liquor law, which will go
into effect Wednesday November 19:

It is unlawful for any person, firm
or corporation to deliver intoxicating
liquor for transportation to any point
in dry territory in the state of Texas.

It is unlawful for any person, firm
or corporation to receive intoxicating
liquor for shipment to any point in
dry territory in the state,

It is unlawful for any person, firm
o1 corporation to transport or deliver
to any person, firm or corporation li-
quor in dry territory in the state.

It is unlawful for any person, firm
or corporation in dry territory to re-
ceive intoxicating liquor,
of whetherasuch liquor be shipped
| from a point within the state or with-
jout,
