The used loader will be bought from
Treanor Equipment Company of Abilene.

Bert Black, resenting the Abilene company, told the commissioners the
major work ed on the old loader would not mean it would not break down
again. “Even if fixed, the loader would only bring $11,500," Black said. The
$19,500 repair bill would only have a brief guarantee, he said.

County road and bridge employees would attempt repairs of the old loader for
a trade-in possibility to reduce the cost to $43,000.

Japanese plane crashes in bay; 24 die

TOKYO (AP) — A Japan Air Lines DC-8 with 174
people aboard hit a series of light poles as it came
down for a landing and slammed into shallow water
at the edge of Tokyo Bay today, killing 24 Japanese
passengers.

After a day of changing casualty figures, a police
spokesman said the other 150 passengers and crew
members were rescued, but 78 were hospitalized in
serious condition, and the rest were slightly injured.

The only foreigner aboard was a South Korean,
who was slightly injured.

Seventeen minutes before the crash, Capt. Seiji
Katagiri reported he was entering normal descent
patterns as he neared the end of a domestic flight
from Fukuoka, in southwest Japan. The sky was
cloudless and head winds were moderate. But the
jetliner clipped several stanchions extending out
into the bay with landing approach lights and
pancaked into the water at 8:47a.m.

The nose section of the jetliner broke off and was
partially submerged under the fuselage, which
came to rest, comparatively undamaged, in the
myddy water.

““There was shock and the front part of the
plane was gone,'’ said a surviving passenger.

Eight hours later, the last person aboard, a crew
member who was not immediately identified, was
rescued from the crumpled cockpit. Although all
eight crew members survived, the pilot and co-pilot
were seriously injured.

Although the plane was apparently too low as it
came in to land, officials said the reason was not
known. They speculated it could have been due to
malfunction in the steering gear or the airport's
instrument landing system, a sudden turbulence or
pilot error

Most of the seriously injured apparently were in
the front of the plane. Many were covered with mud
and sludge when they reached rescue stations.

Surviving passengers said there was nothing
unusual about the approach and no warning of
trouble until there was a ‘‘sudden joit" and the
plane hit the water.

Nobuchika Shikada, 20, of Fukuoka, said people
screamed but the stewardesses immediately took
charge and told le to remain in the cabin.

“I was afraid it was going to sink, but it stayed
level for an hour until I was rescued,’’ he said. “'I
never want to fly again.”

Haneda Airport, built on reclaimed land about 15
miles from central Tokyo, has been used primarily
for domestic flights since the new Tokyo Inter-
national Airport opened in 1978 at Narita, 45 miles to
the northeast

It was the first major plane accident in Japan
since July 30, 1971, when a mid-air collision of an

All-Nippon Airways Boeing 727 and an Air Self-
Defense Force jet killed 162 people. JAL had not had
a fatal accident since Sept. 27, 1977, when one of its
DC-8s crashed in Malaysia, killing 34.

The crash was also Tokyo's second disaster in two
days. On Monday, 32 people were killed in a hotel
fire

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The uncharacteristic harmony
in the Democrats’ gubernatorial nomination race has
been pierced by Land Commissioner Bob Armstrong’s
call for Buddy Temple to get out of the race or quit his seat
at the Railroad Commission.

Armstrong said Monday that Temple could use the
powerful post to ‘“make or break’’' people who help or
hinder Temple's bid for governor.

‘“He has placed literally thousands of Texans in a dif-
ficult position. People who oppose him do so at tremen-
dous risk,’’ said Armstrong.

Temple called Armstrong's statement ‘‘the most
ridiculous thing I've ever heard.”’

““There’s nothing in state law that requires a renon to
give up his office to run for another office,”’ said Temple
““I don’t base my decisions at the Railroad Commission on
political considerations.’

Armstrong, at a news conference, said, ‘‘If Buddy
Temple loses, he goes back to the Railroad Commission
where he can reward or punish by exercising the
tremendous power that comes with that position."

Armstrong and Attorney General Mark White, another
Democratic contender, face the end of their terms this
year

Dwayne Holman, White's campaign manager, echoed
Armstrong's call

“If (Temple) were a serious candidate he would resign
and actually run for governor,’ said Holman '

Temple, elected to the Railroad Commission in 1980, has
five years to go on the three-member commission that
regulates trucking and the oil and gas industries.

“Only 15 months ago Buddy Temple promised the
voters of Texas he was a serious candrdate for the
Railroad Commission, and stated that he was not merely
using the office as a stepping stone to becoming gover-
nor,"” said Armstrong. ‘‘He has broken his promise to the
voters. He is running when the ink is barely dry on his oath
of office."

Armstrong said Temple has a conflict of interests
‘““Place yourself in the position of person in the oil, gas or
trucking industry, or one of the thousands of royalty
owners in Texas

‘““As each of these people knows, the Railroad Com-
mission can make or break you through its rules or
regulations,’’ said Armstrong

Temple said Armstrong has similar conflicts as land
commissioner

Nixon request on tapes

WASHINGTON (AP) — A fuoderal ?&eﬂp court
Tuesday threw out ex-president Richard Nixon's a

peal that the federal government is acting illegally in
processing his White House tape recordings for

The three-judge panel of the U.S. Court of Appeals
also ruled the government was using proper and
constitutional methods to separate Nixon's ‘‘diary’’
recordings, which will be returned to him on privacy
grounds, from other recordings that will be made
available to the public at 11 designated centers.

panel’'s decision upheld a ruling by a lower
federal court, which said the General Services
Administration’s rules for processing the tapes were

Nixon claimed the procedures violated his con-
stitutional right to personal privacy, political privacy
and the presidential privilege of confidentiality.

Nixon said the GSA administrator should have
established regulations to minimize constitutional
infringements and suggested, for example, a system in
which the administrator could have allowed public
access only to synopses or transcripts of the tapes,
could have made available to the public only those
rec relating to Watergate, or could have
the availability of recordings to a fixed

The appeals court, in an opinion written by senior
U.S. Circuit Judge Carl McGowan, said the regulations
permit Nixon and any others whose rights are im-
plicated by disclosure to object and obtain judicial
review of any adverse determination by the GSA.

McGowan said that Nixon claims he has the right of
an individual to operate personal and business affairs
outside of the public’s view or listening.

The court also said that government archivists must
listen to recorded Dictabelts that Nixon said were
made for his personal diary.

Tape recordings played at the Watergate trials are
already available for public listening in Washington,
a small portion of Nixon's
White House tape recordings.

The appeals court cited figures estimating there are
880 tape recordings among Nixon's presidential
materials now in the custody of the GSA.

25 alien smugglers arrested

EL PASO, Texas (AP) —
Border Patrol officers led by
a chief agent who is on
temporary duty here struck
their second blow in a ‘‘one-
two punch’’ operation aimed
at smugglers who sneak
illegal aliens into the
country

Jack Richardson, acting
chief agent in El Paso, said
agents used air surveillance
and roadblocks to arrest 25
‘“coyotes,”” or smugglers,
who bring illegal aliens from
Mexico into the U.S.

The weekend operation
also netted officials 194
Mexican aliens who had paid
the smugglers to bring them
to jobs in the United States.

Richardson, normally the
chief agent in Del Rio, is
working here until a new
chief agent is selected for the
El Paso office.

The 52-year-old chief agent
has put together a two-part
plan aimed at cracking down
on smugglers and the
Mexican nationals
spirit into the country.

On several occasions last
month, Richardson sent
every available Border
Patrol agent to the banks of
the Rio Grande and caught
illegal aliens as they crossed
the river into El Paso.

He said another operation
is nned for later this
week, but he would not
release details.

Richardson called his
weekend action ‘‘Operation
Patero.”

“‘Down in Del Rio, a patero
is the head duck who leads
the little ducks across the
water,” he explained.

Border Patrol agents
questioned the arrested
smugglers Monday in an
attempt to learn if there is a
“head duck’’ behind the
smuggling operations un-
covered during the weekend.

“Right now, all we know is
that we’ve got 25 who
were bringing ‘wets’ into the
country,” Richardson said
“We're now trying to
establish if there is a bona
fide smuggling operation.”

Richarson said charges
are pending against the
smugglers, who remain in
jail in New Mexico and
Texas.

Border Patrol agents have
made 12,360 arrests in
January — a 25 percent
increase over the number of
arrests the previous month.

Although Richardson
would not disclose many
details about the weekend
operation, he said the
alleged smuggler were
watched by Border Patrol
ground units and smugglers’
vehicles were followed by
aircraft.

The arrests were made at
roadblocks set on 10 high-
ways leading away from the
border in Texas and New
Mexico, he said.

Richardson

Woman battles army

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Former Army Pfc.
Wendy L. Wickham will take her battle against a court
martial to the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals.

A federal Judge ruled Monday that Mrs. Wickham, 21,
should be tried by a court martial on Army charges that
she faked a pregnancy to fradulently obtain a discharge.

But Mrs. Wickham had argued that any trial must be in
federal court because she was discharged in 1980 and the
Army has no right to court martial a civilian.

U.S. District Judge Fred Shannon said there was ‘‘merit
to both sides’’ and it was ‘‘a close decision,”’ but he issued
a summary judgment Monday in favor of the Army.

Drifting snow driven by gusty, northerly winds
made driving conditions hazardous across the
eastern two-thirds of the Texas Panhandle early
today

A cold front pushed its way into South Texas early
today after moving rapidly across the state. Behind
the front temperatures plunged to as low as 8 in the
Panhandle and portions of the the Panhandle, South
Plains and North Texas received another thin
covering of ice from snow, sleet, freezing rain and
freezing drizzle.

The precipitation was ending from the west and
was expected to end over most of the state by late
today

Forecasters warned of hazardous driving con-
ditions as far south as the Dallas-Fort Worth
metroplex as bridges and overpasses were coated
with a thin glaze of ice

Travelers advisories were posted for the South
Plains southward into the Concho Valley near San
Angelo and for North Central Texas.

In the Panhandle, forecasters warned residents to
dress warmly because single digit temperatures
combined with gusty, northerly winds dropped the
wind chill factor to-15 to-25.

Light drizzle and fog was reported ahead of the
front. Skies were partly cloudy over far West Texas
and cloudy over the remainder of the state.

A snowstorm plastered much of the nation
from Oklahoma across the Midwest into
New England today, closing hundreds of
schools and tying up rush-hour traffic in the
urban Northeast.

New snow collected almost a foot deep in
Kansas and elsewhere in the Midwest,
which has been hit by almost weekly storms
since early January.

Demos urge talks on El Salvador

WASHINGTON (AP) — Liberal
Senate Democrats are urging
President Reagan to consider a
negotiated end to the Salvadoran civil
war, warning that otherwise U.S
combat troops might be needed toblock
aleftist victory

But a high-ranking State Depart-
ment official ruled out such talks
Monday, saying a negotiated set-
tlement that gives a share of power to
leftist guerrillas would amount to
“handing over’' EI| Salvador to the
communists

Thomas O. Enders, assistant
secretary of state for inter-American
affairs, cited Nicaragua as a recent
example of acoalition government that
he said was gradually taken over by
leftist elements and turned intoa Soviet

Enders’ testimony before the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee came in
response to calls from Democratic
Sens. Paul Tsongas of Massachusetts
and Christopher Dodd of Connecticut
for negotiations involving all sides of
the Salvadoranconflict

Saying the administration’s current
policy of stepped-up military support
was leading the United States into a
Vietnam-style ‘‘quagmire,’’ Tsongas
said the ‘‘answer to this is a negotiated
settlement.”

“‘In other words, senator, we hand it
over,' said Enders

“If that's the
policymakers in this administration,
then I'm very troubled,’’ Tsongas
responded. ‘“This will become at the
very least a drain on our Treasury and
ally ultimatelya drainonour personnel.”’

In Indiana, where snow depths already
measured about a foot, another 10 inches
was forecast. Schools closed in Indianapolis
where the snow fell at the rate of an inch an
hour

The Indiana Toll road was clo ed for a 10-
mile stretch from Angola to the Ohio state
line after a truck carrying liquid propane
gas jackknifed, skidded off the road about 11
p.m. Monday and began leaking gas. The

Reagan takes budget

DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) — President
Reagan, going on the attack against his
critics, says Democratic demagogues are
preparing ‘‘horror stories’’ about his 1983
budget but offer noreasonable alternative.

Reagan was taking his sharpened sales
pitch to the Republican-controlled Iowa
legislature today where he was expected to
continue the ad-libbed slashes he began
Monday in Minneapolis at the start of a two-
day, Midwesterntrip.

The president was wrapping up the
promotional tour at Indianapolis later today.
Similar outings through the West and Deep
Southareplannedfornextmonth.

“You have to get about 50 miles at least
from the Potomac River and the District (of
Columbia) to get back to the real world,”
Reagan told an approving crowd in Min-
neapolis.

‘“In the days ahead you are going to be
submerged in demagoguery about the ‘83
budget,’’ Reagan continued. “‘You'rehearing
all kinds of horror stories about the people
who are going to be thrown out in the snow to
hungeranddieof coldand soforth."

Reagan fired his impromptu remarks at a
rally for Sen. David Durenberger, R-Minn.
Deputy press secretary Larry Speakes said
some of the barbs were written on the flight
from Washington but that Reagan thought of
most of themas hespoke.

“They came fromtheheart,”’ Speakes said,
thumping himself on the chest for emphasis.

Reagan said Democrats are accusing him
of cruel budget cutting when he actually has
not reduced the budget at all. He said total
spending in 1983 willbe higherthanin 1982and
that this year's total is higher than 1981
because of automatic escalation created by
Democrats.

““We have been reducing the rate of in-
creasethat hasbeenbuiltin,”' Reagansaid.

The president complained that while
Democrats criticize his budget because of the
$91.5 billion deficit it projects, they have
nothing to offer themselves except higher
taxes

Reagan said he will not back down on his
plans for greatly expanded defense spending
despite suggestions that Congress, especially
the Democratsthere, willinsist onsomecuts.

In his speech to the lowa lawmakers,
Reagan insisted he expects his tax cuts to
rescue theeconomyinthelongrun.

Jack Kemp's in-
triguing proposal to build ‘‘enterprise
zones'' in impoverished inner-city
areas in a way that threatens the
Republican-Democratic coalition that
originated the idea

President Reagan's domestic ad-
visers are insisting that the present
$3.35 hourly minimum wage be
scrapped, along with clean-air and
job-safety regulations. They think
that will make the job-creations

But the political cost would likely
doom the coalition between
Republican Kemp and Democratic
Rep. Robert Garcia of New York,
William Gray of Pennsylvania, the
black congressional caucus and front-
line minority pressure groups like the
NAACP.

Former Kennedy administration
Pentagon whiz-kid Les Aspin, now a
leading Democratic House liberal, is
quietly circulating a memorandum
that warns against the effects of
haphazard defense-budget-cutting by
Congress in this year of record-high
deficit spending.

Never a member ‘of the defense
oriented bloc on Capitol Hill, Aspin
nevertheless warns that if Congress
goes after ‘‘big-ticket'’ items like the
MX missle, the B-1 bomber or new
aircraft carriers, the maximum
savings for the new fiscal year
starting Oct. 1 would be only $3 billion

yet the cost of that savings in terms
of future budget authority would be
weapons worth $30 billion.

Thus, in these big-ticket accounts,
small savings for fiscal 1983 would cut
the heart out of the long-range defense
program aimed at rebuilding military
strength. The only alternative is to cut
military readiness: operations and
maintenance, research, testing or
personnel. But cutting military
readiness reduces war-fighting
capability. Either way, says Aspin,
defense cuts pose dangers for national
security.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Would you please print something
about sympathetic reflex dystrophy? After breaking my
arm near the wrist, I had pain and distress for months,
and I got little “‘sympathy.” I hope you can offer me a
little information and a litte sympathy.—Mrs. W.T.

I'm certainly sympathetic.

The sympathetic dystrophy refers to part of the nervous
system that is not under your voluntary control—the
sympathetic nervous system. It is part of the brain, spinal
cord and nerve network that, for example, sends out
messages to blood vessels to narrow or expand. You can’t
will that; it just happens whether you want it to or not.

Dystrophy refers to muscle wasting, which might be an
ominous-sounding definition, really, for what may have
happened to you. Reflex sympathetic dystrophy can
happen after even a minor injury. The sympathetic
nervous system goes haywire and sends out messages to
the blood vessels near the injured area. They are in turn

Beef grading system being evaluated

The government is beginning hearings this
week on a proposal that could change the look —
and poessibly the taste — of some of the beef
Ameritans eat.

The proposal comes from the U.S. Department
of Agriculture and affects the department's
grading service which ranks beef according to
quality and yield

The change would involve the quality grades
only. The yield grades — which reflect the
amount of usable meat a carcass provides and
which most consumers don't see anyway —
would not be changed.

In general, the proposed switch would lead to
leaner beef. It would reduce the amount of
marbling — the tiny flecks of fat running through
the meat — which beef needs to qualify for the
higher grades

To produce marbling, ranchers must feed their
cattle on grain rather than simply letting them
graze on grass. Grain-fed beef is more expensive
to produce; that's why the top grades of beef cost
more

The National Cattlemen’s Association had -

petitioned the USDA to make a change in the
grading standards. The final proposal is roughly
in line with the {#ywn" request, but requires
more ing than ranchers wanted

The Community Nutrition Institute, a con-
sumer group, also wanted changes to promote
the marketing of leaner beef. But Ellen Haas,
consumer director of the institute, said the

USDA proposal was ‘‘just a reshuffle of stan-
dards without any consumer benefit."’

Note: Consumers do not always see a quality
grade on the beef they buy. Government gr
is veluntary, and some major §
chaing have their own standards and quality
rankings

The last major changes in grading standards
took effect in 1976. They also lowered the levels
of marbling required for the top grades.

Existing standards provide for eight grades of
meat: Prime, choice, good, standard, com-
mercial, utility, cutter and canner. Most of the
graded beef which consumers buy is one of the
top three grades — prime, choice or good. The
proposed change would eliminate the standard
grade completely, and would reduce the amount
o:xsnrblim required in the prime, choice and
good grades

The USDA says the changes will not
significantly lower the palatability — the ten-
derness, juiciness or fluvor — of prime or choice
beef, but it says that beef graded as good under
the new standard would be lower in palatibility

The USDA will consider written comments

Science programs have bright future

WASHINGTON (AP) — Most of the govern-
ment's science programs, particularly those
involving space exploration, were spared from
the cuts that hit other agencies in the proposed
fiscal 1983 budget

Though no major science or medical research
program receives big increases in the ad-
ministration’s proposed budget, many would get
enough of a hike to protect against inflation and
at least maintain the status quo

Physical science and engineering research,
aimed at economic growth and national security,
gets a high priority in the technical budget

Out of the Defense Department’s proposed $24
billion research and development budget, the
administration is asking for about $780 million
for basic research, up from $670 million the
previous year

This research, which includes such things as
advanced computers and electronic devices, has
both military and civilian applications

The National Aeronautics and Space
Administration would get $6.6 billion in budget
outlays in the next fiscal year, an increase of
almost $700 million

The largest part of the space budget, about $3 4
billion, is for the space shuttle and its operations,
a high proprity. The shuttle not only has military
applications, but is the cornerstone of the entire
space effort

Included in the budget is money to continue
planetary exploration, previously imperiled by
threatened cuts

Yielding to objections from the scientific
community, the administration added $21
million to continue the U.S. part of a sun probe
mission with Europe; $92.6 million for the
Galileo Jupiter-orbiting satellite and $34.5
million to begin a major satellite program, the
Gamma Ray Observatory

In medical research, the National Institutes of
Health would get outlays of $3.5 billion, including

a $100 million increase that would not fully buf fer
the budget from inflation

The administration said the money would
finance 15,141 research grants and provide about
$150 million to help universities train 8,900 young
scientists

The National Science Foundation, which
supports most of the nation's non-medical basic
research, would get $982 million in outlays, about
an 8 percent increase over the previous year

Major increases would go to programs to
modernize outmoded technical equipment at
universities, increase training of engineers and
computer specialists who are in short supply and
push more research in microelectronics and
computer science

The foundation says it will emphasize projects
that will spur economic growth and strengthen
the scientific base of the country in the face of
increasing worldwide competition

York's late father, Sgt. Alvin C. York, was
described by Gen. John Pershing as ‘‘the
greatest civilian soldier’’ to emerge from World
War I. The senior York killed 25 Germans,
captured 132 others and silenced 28 enemy
machine guns during the battle of the Argonne in
France in October 1918.

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Eye bank is looking
everywhere for donors

NEW YORK (AP) — Contrary to popular
opinion, there isn’t a great deal of difficulty
getting people to donate their eyes to others.
The trouble comes at the time of the donor’s
death. For more often than not, no one
knows the person who died had wanted to
make the donation, until it’s too late.

New York is one state trying to do

something about that — not only in the case
of eyes, but also other parts of the body.
With their license-renewal applicatiom.
motorists in New York get what’s called a
“universal donor card” on which they can
declare their intent to donate.

But even so, according to the executive
director of the Eye-Bank for Sight
Restoration, Mary Jane O’Neill, there’s
been ‘‘no great surge in organ retrieval.”’

And the reason is that no one might think
to question whether the person who died had
wanted to be a donor, she explains.

If, for instance, a person dies in a hospital,
it'’s not likely there would be a wallet on the
body. And even in the case of an auto ac-
cident, no one would be apt to look to see if
the form on the back of the license had been
filled out and signed.

Through a public-relations campaign, the
eye bank in New York City — one of about 80
around the country — is trying to get
paramedics and others in the medical field
to become more active participants in the
search for donors. And it's asking donors to
tell their next of kin of their intentions.

So, what happens if you want to give your
eyes or other organs and your request is
met?

Taking the eyes for example:

If with training in eye surgery — will
remove them, Ms. O’'Neill notes. Or, an eye
bank might be called. In that case, a
specially trained technician called an
“‘enuclea’’ would do it. The eyes are taken to
the eye bank and examined to see if eyes are
suitable for transplant. And, usually, they’ll

go to a patient listed for surgery that day.

It is best if the enucleation can be done
within a few hours — perhaps three, and
preferably no longer than six hours — after
the person has died.

If they do not happen to be needed right
away, the eyes can be put in what's called a
McCarey-Kaufman solution and kept viable
for 72 hours.

But that’s generally about as close to
“banking”’ — or ‘‘long-term storing,” — as
an eye bank comes.

Research is being done to improve on
other means of preservation, among them
use of a tissue-culture medium and freezing.

The whole eye is not used, as such. The
portion used in a transplant is the cornea.
That'’s the clear surface taht covers the eye
like a crystal goes over a watch. The corneal
button is removed.

The rest of the eye — including the shell —
can be used for research. The white partor
sclera — is sometimes used in plastic
surgery. Dentists use it in gum repair.

Until a few years ago, vitreous humor —
the fluid filling at the back of the eye — was
often kept refrigerated for up to six months
to be used in the treatment of detached
retinas. Today, a synthetic vitreous humor
— Healon, sodium hyaluronate — makes
that unnecessary.

Donations at the Eye-Bank for Sight
Restoration have been going up. But so has
the demand, Ms. O’Neill reports. Tran-
splants for the fiscal year that ended March
31, 1981, totaled 1,054, an increase of 9
percent over the year before

The eye bank in New York was the world’s
first. It's private and non-profit, supported
by the general public. It was started at the
Manhattan Eye, Ear and Thraot Hospital in
1944.

Back in those days some of the eyes came
from convicts who were executed in
Ossining, N.Y ., at Sing Sing.

2 wounded

PETROS, Tenn. (AP) Seven white in-
mates at Brushy Mountain Penitentiary took
four guards hostage just long enough to steal
their keys and shoot four black inmates in
their cells, killing two of the prisoners and
injuringtwoothers, authoritiessaidtoday

The white prisoners gave up and theguards
were released unharmed in Monday night's
incident, which lasted 40 minutes in a
maximum-security cellblock of the prison 40
miles northwest of Knoxville, said Warden
HermanDavis

Asked whether the attack was racially
motivated, Sgt. Kay Bradshaw, a prison
spokeswoman, said, ‘‘We don’t knéw, but it
looks thatway .*’ ..

Davis said the inmates, armed with a .25-
caliber automatic pistol, took the guards
hostage at 7:50 p.m. EST and notified prison
officialsovera radio.

He said he didn’t know how the inmates got
out of their cells, although they may have
sawedthroughthebars.

“They forced the guards into the corridor,
took their keys and shot the inmates in their
cells,” Davis told reporters who gathered
early todayoutside the prison walls

Davis said 12 or 13 shots were fired in the
150-man cellblock

Assistant Warden Bill Hobbs talked to the
inmates, who said they didn't want to hurt the
officers. The guards were quickly released
after theshooting, Ms. Bradshawsaid

“It looks like they (the inmates) just
wanted to get the keys to do what they did,”
shesaid

The seven white inmates, who weren’t
identified, were locked in solitary con
finement pending an inquiry by the Ten-
nessee Bureau of Investigation

In addition to the pistol, authorities con
fiscatedsevenknives

Davis identified the dead men as James
Nichols, 37, serving 153 years for first- and
second-degree murder, petty larceny and
other convictions, and James Mitchell, 35,
serving 120years for first-degree murder

Nichols was killed by shots to the head and
Mitehelldied of chest and arm wounds, Davis
said.

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — It all happened
because filmmaker Robert Towne saw a
magazine photograph of Mariel Hemingway
on a trampoline.

Now the 20-year-old granddaughter of
Ernest Hemingway is starring in ‘“‘Personal
Best,”’ for which she trained her lanky body
to perform the pentathlon. The film is being
released this month by Warner Bros., and
moviegoers will see Miss Hemingway in
athletic action and in the nude.

“Personal Best'' aroused controversy
during its filming, and the talk will continue
with its release. Olympic women's coach
Paul Ward declared: ‘“The homosexual
concept that is presented in that movie is a
detriment to women's track.”’ Others took
up the cry, and the University of Oregon
placed restrictions on the film company

when it shot the 1980 Olympic trials at
Eugene.

The movie does indeed portray a lesbian
relationship between two competing pen-
tathletes, Miss Hemingway and Patrice
Donnelly, a member of the 1976 U.S.
Olympic team. Here from her Idaho home
for ‘“Personal Best'' publicity, Miss
Hemingway played down the lesbian theme:

“It's a very nice story about human
relationships, and I don’t think it is of-
fending at all. Do such things happen in
athletics? I think they can happen between
any two people who need each other at a
particular timein their lives.”

The women athletes, as well as Kenny
Moore, a former marathoner who plays
Miss Hemingway's other lover, appear
totally nude in various scenes.

Freddie Laker empire
is up for sale today

LONDON (AP) — Sir Freddie Laker's
bankrupt airline empire went up for sale
today after a group of banks and a legion of
loyal employees failed to rescue the cut-rate
travelcompany.

The most profitable pieces of Laker's
business — the Arrowsmith and Laker Air
Holidays package tour companies — werethe
first on the block.

William Mackey, one of four receivers
named to take over Laker Airways' financial
affairs when it crashed Friday, said he hoped
tohave thetwobusinesses by tonight.

Next to go will be Laker’'s 11 DC-10s and
three BAC-111 Airbuses, worth about $370
million. There was speculation that Sir
Freddie would try to buy back some of them
for anew startwithacharterairline.

Orion Royal Bank, asubsidiary of the Royal
Bank of Canada, tried but failed to put
together a $65-million rescue package.
Mackey, who had termed the attempt
“‘unrealistic,”” said, ‘“The best financial
brains in the banking world havefailedtofind
asolution.”

Orion vice chairman Christopher
Chataway said his bank had hoped to inject
new money, stave off creditors and
reschedule Laker’s$502-milliondebts.

“What foiled us in the end was the
ticular structure of the creditors. We did not
foresee the speed with which the receivers
wouldhavetoact,” Chatawaysaid.

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan’'s new
Agriculture Department budget, termed ‘‘very austere’’
by department analysts, proposes s reductions of
17 perceint next year — including deep slices in food and
rural housing programs.

Department budget experts say the Reagan plan would
reduce spending in fiscal 1983, beginning Oct. 1, to $23.5
billion from $29.4 billion this year.

A senior department budget officer decribed the
package — ranging from subsidy payments to farmers to
lunches for school children — as ‘‘very austere’’ and
devoid of any major new programs or innovations.

Agricultural
research comes in for a $54 million boost, $4 million would

eligibility levels and revisions that affect a family’s in-
come levels and deductions to be eligible for stamps.

This year’s food stamp program, which was estimated
to benefit 20.5 million people, will cost nearly $11.3 billion.
If proposed changes are carried out — including
legislation — the number of people served would drop to
about 18.6 million and the cost would be about $9.5 billion.

Child nutrition programs would continue at the current
level of $2.8 billion, but some parts — school breakfast and
child-care programs — would be replaced with
