I'he Lions were a little off
their game Friday night due to
a week of rain which hampered
practice session:, However,
they got on the scoreboard first
and held the lead until the final
minutes of the game when Bal-
linger scored on a trap play.
Knowing it took two points to
win, the Bearcats chose to
throw the ball and the gamble
paid off to give them a 1-point

The Lions
threw the ball 5 times, com-
pleting 3 and having one inter-
ception. The Bearcats were 5
for 11 with no interceptions.
I'he Lions punted four times for
a 15,5 average while Ballinger
had 5 punts for an average of
13,8 yards, The Bearcats lost
three fumbles to the Lions
while the Lions had no turn-
overs on fumbles, Ozona had
five penalties for 35 yards and
Ballinger tad six for 45 yards.

Romald. Cervantez scored
for the Lions with #:55 to go in

the second quarter, He got the
touchdown from a yard out,
John Galvan added the extra
point for the 7 point lead the
Lions enjoyed until almost the
end of the game,

Cervantez was the leading
rusher with 63 yards on 23
carries, Mike Fay had 34 yards
on 5 carries and Henry Fay
added 27 yards on 7 carries,
